Farmers Hame Administration (FmHA) Instruction 1951-C requires that an appeal
of a proposed salary offset be heard by a hearing officer who is either an
Administrative Law Judge (ALJ) or scamecne who is not an employee of the United
States Department of Agrlculture (USDA), An ALJ is normally unavallable to
handle a salary offset appeal in a timely manner.

The USDA Office of Finance and Management (OFM) has recently established an
agreement with the Department of Veterans Affairs (VA) to provide salary
offset hearing officers for each other. Requests for this service should be
sent by the State Director to Farmers Bome Administration, FMAD, Roam 5049-S,
14th and Independence Ave., SW.
