            EQIP Cutoff Date Announced by NRCS 
 

The Natural Resources Conservation Service (NRCS) 
has announced Friday, November 2, 2007, as the cutoff date for 
the Environmental Quality Incentives Program (EQIP) 
applications to be considered for Fiscal Year (FY) 2008 funding. 

EQIP—one of the largest programs in the 2002 Farm 
Bill—is a voluntary conservation program that promotes 
environmental quality and assists producers to meet local, state, 
and federal regulations. 

When farmers or ranchers apply for 2008 EQIP funding, 
they will be required to fill out the Kansas EQIP Self-Assessment 
Worksheet. 

If they plan to apply, they should start the process very 
soon if they haven’t done so already.  The self-assessment 
worksheet is an educational tool providing landowners with a 
clear indication of what natural resource concerns they have, 
what they can accomplish, and what they need to do to qualify 
for the program. 
 EQIP is available to help address the unique 
circumstances and concerns of limited resource and beginning 
farmers and ranchers, who have natural resource concerns that 
need to be addressed on their land.  In Kansas limited resource 
and beginning farmers and ranchers may receive a higher 
payment rate through EQIP for structural and vegetative 
practices. 

The FY 2008 Kansas EQIP eligible priority natural 
resource concerns are as follows: 

• Forestland Health—Productivity, Health, Vigor 
• Grazing Lands Health—Productivity, Health, Vigor; 
Noxious or Invasive Plants; and Inadequate Stockwater 
• Soil Condition—Organic Matter Depletion 
• Livestock Waste—Water Quality and Air Quality 
• Water Quality—Nutrients/Pesticides/Suspended

New Buffer Coordinator Promotes    
Conservation Filter Strips 

 
John Meisenheimer is the new Buffer 
Coordinator for the Doniphan County 
Conservation Distrist.  He replaces Paul 
Kleppe who has served in this position for 
several years.  In his new position 
Meisenheimer will work to encourage the 
planting of grass filter strips or tree buffer 
strips along streams.  Placing these strips 
along streams is one proven way of filtering 
runoff water from crop fields to help reduce 
the amount of pesticides, fertilizers, and 
eroded soil that enters streams. 
 
Filter strips may be entered into the Conservation 
Reserve Program (CRP) and this will allow the 
landowner to receive cost share to plant the strip 
and receive annual rental payments through the 
CRP program.    CRP grass filter strips may be from 
30 feet to 120 feet wide along the stream.  
Landowners in Doniphan County have already 
installed over 900 acres of filter strips since it is easy 
to see the benefits of planting these strips.  If you are 
interested in knowing more about filter strips call 
the Doniphan County Conservation.

                  Crop Disaster Program  
 
Beginning on October 15 a crop disaster program 
will be announced for the years 2005, 2006, or 
2007 crops from natural disasters if the crop was 
planted before Feb 28, 2007.  Producers may apply 
for benefits for losses to multiple commodities as 
long as the losses occurred in the same crop year.  
Only producers  who obtained crop insurance or 
coverage under the Noninsured Crop Disaster 
Assistance Program for the year of the loss will be 
eligible for CDP benefits.  Producers must have 
suffered quantity losses in excess of 35 percent to 
be eligible for CDP.
