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Consider the Consequences . . .
If you sodbust native rangeland and plant an agricultural commodity crop on highly erodible land without 

an approved conservation plan or maintaining a fully applied conservation system, your United States 

Department of Agriculture (USDA) program payments may be in jeopardy. 

Programs and Payments That May Be Affected 
Include but Are Not Limited To:

Farm Loan Program: would not allow any new loans, and existing loans would be in default.• 

Marketing Assistance Loans or Loan Defi ciency: payments would not be approved.• 

Direct and Counter-cyclical Program: payments would not be issued. • 

Emergency Conservation Program: and all other crop and livestock disaster program payments. • 

Converting native rangeland to cropland should be planned carefully, especially when land is 

considered highly erodible. The Farm Service Agency (FSA) and the Natural Resources Conservation 

Service (NRCS) urge you to consult with your local USDA Service Center before taking any steps to 

convert native rangeland to cropland. We can help you develop a plan that will have minimal eff ects 

on your natural resources and prevent you from becoming ineligible to receive USDA benefi ts.
