PRESIDENTIAL MAJOR DISASTER DECLARATION M1515

FLP -265
On May 5, 2004, President Bush declared a Major disaster in North Dakota based on damages and losses caused by severe storms, flooding, and ground saturation that occurred on March 26, 2004, and continuing.  The Major disaster declaration number is M1515. As a result of this major disaster, 10 counties and one Indian reservation were declared eligible for Federal disaster assistance, including Farm Service Agency (FSA) emergency (EM) loans for eligible family farmers.
