On June 2,2004, President Bush amended Presidential Major disaster declaration M1518 to include 44 additional Iowa counties where eligible family farmers may qualify for Federal disaster assistance, including Farm Service Agency (FSA) emergency (EM) loans. This action is based on damages and losses caused by severe storms, tornadoes, and flooding that occurred May 19, 2004, and continuing.
