This approval is limited to applicants who suffered SEVERE PHYSICAL LOSSES ONLY, in accordance with the provisions of the Farmers Home Administration (FmHA) Instruction 1945-A, section 1945.20(c).

This notification is coded N786 and EM loan applications will be received through March 14, 2005, using the beginning date of the disaster to determine loan security values for these loan applications.
