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PRODUCTION EVIDENCE FOR DRY PEAS AND SMALL CHICKPEAS


FARGO, ND, July 29, 2004—Producers of 2004 crop dry peas and small chickpeas who intend to use the Commodity Credit Corporation (CCC) loan program or the loan deficiency payment (LDP) program must comply with production evidence requirements.  Both commodities are eligible for LDPs based on current market prices. 
Production evidence is required for all spot checked loans and LDPs. Types of acceptable production evidence include: sales evidence, delivery evidence, load summaries from the buyer, warehouse receipts, and paid FSA measurement service.  The evidence must include: the producer’s name, crop year, commodity, net weight, date of sale if sold and proof of payment if sold.

In addition, all producers of Kabuli chickpeas who request a loan or LDP are required to provide production evidence that identifies the size of the chickpeas. Chickpea loan and LDP eligibility is limited by statute to chickpeas that can pass through a 20/64 sieve.  Producers who fail to provide the required acceptable production evidence will be required to repay the loan at principal plus interest, or refund the entire LDP amount.

Dry pea production evidence from a buyer must include the percentage of whole or broken pieces of peas if a producer wants to have an adjustment to the net quantity for loan or LDP.  The evidence also must include the percentage of foreign material and “other material” that was used to reduce the gross quantity.
