1  Overview



A

Background

The Agricultural Risk Protection Act (ARPA) changed NAP to require that a producer complete an application for coverage by the application closing date for the crop.  Additionally, ARPA requires producer to pay an administrative service fee.  The service fee must be paid by the application closing date.

In order to meet the requirements of ARPA, the STC has established application closing dates and coverage periods for crops grown in Oklahoma.

The purpose of this notice is to provide:

· a general “calendar” of NAP dates 

· a notification of the change of the final planting date for fall/winter small grain grazing in 20 southern counties.
