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FARM SERVICE AGENCY REQUESTS PARTICIPATION OF ALASKA NATIVE PRODUCERS IN 
COUNTY COMMITTEE ELECTIONS

PALMER, AK  –The United States Department of Agriculture Farm Service Agency (FSA) is trying to get the word out that ALL Native Alaskans who are agricultural producers or salmon fishermen are eligible to participate in the County Office Committee election process. Every Alaska Native is considered an owner of allotted land, and therefore, each individual is eligible to vote in the upcoming election if they or their tribe own agricultural land or if they fish for salmon.  FSA wants every Alaskan Native producer in the state to contact their Service Center and become involved in the County Committee election process.

 “County Committees play an important role in the local implementation and oversight of FSA programs,” said Chad Padgett, State Executive Director of the Alaska Farm Service Agency.   “It is our goal this year to have the County Office Committees mirror the diversity of Alaska’s agricultural producers.” 
The Farm Service Agency is committed to promoting diversity on its County Committees so that all Alaskan stakeholders have a say in how the Agency’s programs are administered.   Through County Committees, eligible voters have the opportunity to provide local guidance for federal farm programs.  The County Committee is the most direct link between federal farm programs and local agricultural producers.  New committee members join other committee members to help fulfill FSA’s mission of providing quality programs and service at the grassroots level.

Alaska’s FSA Service Centers are working hard to update their eligible voter lists, but they need Alaskan Native individuals and organizations to help them get the names and addresses of all of the Alaskan Native producers across the state.     

Additionally, all Alaskan Native producers who are interested in serving as a committee member, or serving as advisors to the committees, are encouraged to contact their local Service Center.

County Office Committee ballots will be mailed to all eligible registered voters on or before Nov. 8, 2004.  To receive a ballot by mail, voters must register with their local FSA offices prior to October 1, 2004.  Eligible voters may also obtain ballots by visiting their local FSA offices.  December 6, 2004 is the deadline to return ballots.  Elected committee members and alternates take office on January 1, 2005.  For additional information contact your local service center.
