USDA UPDATE BY Rod Johnson, June 23, 2004
The weather has kept things interesting around the county this past week.  We have had hot weather, cold weather, wind, hard winds, possibility of tornados, mist, some rain, more rain, and then some more rain.  We have also experienced something called MUD.  It really looks good on vehicle tires, shoes and even a little bit on the kitchen floor. We have had reports from around the county of as little as 2 inches to as much as 6 inches. 
ACREAGE CERTIFICATION DEADLINE

July 15th is the final date to report all acreages on all farms. This includes rangeland and CRP acres.  Failure to report acreages by the deadline will result in a $20 late filing fee and the possibility of forfeiture of program payments for crop year 2004.
NAP NOTICE OF LOSS
If you have suffered a loss greater than 50% on crops insured under the Noninsured Crop Disaster Assistance Program (NAP) as a result of a natural cause including freeze, hail, flooding, or excessive winds, you should contact the FSA office within 15 days of the date of occurrence or the date damage to the crop or loss of production becomes apparent.  After the FSA office has been contacted and a notice of loss has been filed, an adjuster will be sent out to appraise the percentage of loss.  Following completion of the appraisal, the notice of loss will be submitted to the FSA Committee (which meets only once a month) for approval or disapproval.  The entire process does take a little bit of time to complete.
NAP ACTUAL PRODUCTION HISTORY DEADLINE

Crop production for NAP crops from the previous year must also be reported by July 15th.  Maintaining accurate production records on each field is important in order build an APH.  Evidence of crop disposition must also be provided with production records.   Producers must provide production information in a manner that can be easily understood by the FSA county committee.
