Sheep Program
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USDA’s proposed Ewe Lamb Replacement and Retention Program has gone through the clearance process and sign up for this program began October 25, 2004.
The program is designed to enhance the competitiveness of the domestic lamb and sheep industry by paying producers up to $18 per head for ewe lambs purchased or retained between Aug. 1, 2003, and July 31, 2004.  

It is important for you to maintain records. Documentation includes:

· Sales receipts as proof of purchase and retention 

·  date of purchase and number purchased

· Farm management records kept through normal production practices

·  Date of birth

·  Date of death, if applicable

·  Lamb identification and control information

· veterinarian certifications as proof of ewe lamb characteristics

· Scrapie program forms.

Producers must also retain qualifying ewe lambs in the flock for at least 1 complete lambing cycle.

Non-Insured Assistance Program  

[image: image5.wmf]Beginning with 2005, producers who have no crop changes from their 2004 NAP contract have the option of continuous coverage.  However, the applicable service fee must be paid by the application closing date.  This allows you to just send in the money, eliminating a trip to our office to sign a new NAP contract.  The service fee is still $100/crop up to $300/county (unlimited number of NAP crops) with a cap of $900/multi-county producer.

The deadline to purchase NAP coverage for alfalfa, mixed forages, grass, and is December 1, 2004.  Also, be sure to bring in your production for the 2004 crop year, so that your Actual Production History(APH) can remain up to date.
Linkage for Disaster Program
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Producers who received a disaster payment for the 2002 Crop Disaster Program (CDP) and who did not have a crop insurance policy are reminded of the requirement to purchase Buy-Up Crop Insurance for the 2005 year. If insurance is not available for your crop, you must purchase Non-insured Assistance Program (NAP) coverage from FSA.  Failure to purchase insurance or NAP requires you to refund the disaster payment with interest.
RENOVATIONS NOW COMPLETE!!

When you call the Monte Vista Service Center, your call will be answered by an automated attendant.  You will be asked to dial the extension of the person you wish to contact or dial 2 for the FSA, 3 for the NRCS Field office, or 4 for the NRCS Area office or you may dial extension 122 to leave a message for the Service Center.  We hope to have voice mail soon.  With so many new faces we hope this will help route your call to the proper area.  
Also, the Saguache County Service Center has begun using the automated attendant as well.  In Center you will be asked to dial the extension of the person you wish to contact or dial 2 for the FSA, 3 for the NRCS, extension 108 for the Center Soil Conservation District,  or dial extension #114 to leave a message for the Service Center.
EQIP Changes Hands

[image: image8.wmf]For years, the Environmental Quality Incentive Program has been jointly administered by the Farm Service Agency and the Natural Resources Conservation Service. Beginning Oct. 1, NRCS took over all administrative services for EQIP.

Minority Farm Register
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Minority producers can join a new voluntary register to ensure that they receive the latest farm program information from the Farm Service Agency.  

By joining the register, minority producers may receive outreach materials, newsletters and program announcements from FSA and other USDA agencies. They may also receive information from USDA-approved outreach partners, such as community-based organizations, faith-based organizations and minority-serving educational institutions. USDA will control access to the register.  

The register application is available at the county office or from approved USDA outreach partners.

Direct Deposit Of Payments
[image: image10.wmf]Unless you request and are granted a waiver,  all payments issued by the county FSA office will be by direct deposit (electronic funds transfer) to a pre-designated checking or savings account with your financial institution.  Forms are available at the FSA office to sign up for direct deposit if you haven’t done so already.   For those already signed up, it is important that we are notified anytime there is a change in your account number or financial institution. If we aren’t notified, future payments can be delayed or lost for a period of time.

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County Committee Election
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Nominations for the county committee election were due in the county office by the close of business Sept. 3. The next step in the election process is the mailing out of the ballots, which will begin on Nov.8.  Voters have until Dec. 6 to return their ballots to the county office. Elected committee members and alternates take office on Jan. 1, 2005.  This year’s election will be held for Hinsdale County.
Prospective Voter Requirements If you're on the mailing list for this newsletter, the chances are you are an eligible voter. Anyone who meets the requirements in 1 or 2, plus 3, below, is eligible to vote.

1. Be of legal voting age and have an interest in a farm or ranch as either of the following:

· an owner, operator, tenant, or sharecropper, or 

· a partner in a general partnership or member of a joint venture that has an interest in a farm as an owner, operator, tenant, or sharecropper; or

2. Not of legal voting age, but supervises and conducts the farming operations on an entire farm.

3. Eligible to participate in any FSA program that is provided for by law, regardless of the status of funding.

4. Be sure to sign the label on your ballot.  Without your signature, your ballot will not be valid.
Discrimination Prohibited No person shall be denied the right to vote because of race, color, national origin, sex, religion, age, disability, political beliefs, sexual orientation or marital or family status.

Contact the county office if you have questions about voter eligibility.
