FARM SERVICE AGENCY (FSA) COUNTY COMMITTEE ELECTION

The election of responsible agricultural producers to FSA county committees is important to ALL farmers and ranchers.  It is crucial that every eligible producer take part in this election because county committees are a direct link between the farm community and the U.S. Department of Agriculture.

Committee members are a critical component of the day-to-day operations of the FSA county offices.  They help run FSA farm programs at the local level.   Farmers who serve on committees help decide the kind of programs their counties will have and how they will run.  They make FSA agricultural programs fit the needs of local producers.

FSA committees operate within official regulations designed to carry our Federal laws.  Committee members apply their judgement and knowledge to make local decisions.

The Phillips County FSA Office will be electing a member in LAA 3.  This area runs west to Phillips County/Logan County line from a line that starts on Phillips County Road 21 at the north county line, running south to the south county line on Phillips County Road 21.  Mark Gueck is the current County Committee member in that area. 
Ballots will be mailed to each eligible voter on or about November 8, 2004. If you do not receive a ballot and think you should have received a ballot, please call us.  

The following dates are applicable to the upcoming election:

November 8, 2004
Ballots mailed from county office to eligible voters in LAA 3.

December 6, 2004
Last day to return voted ballots to the county office.

January 1, 2005
Elected committee members and alternates take office.
