National Agriculture Imagery Plan (NAIP)





Colorado will receive NAIP imagery some time in the fall of 2004 (September to October).  The main purpose of NAIP is to replace the 35mm slides used for compliance.  The imagery we will receive this year will be 2 meter resolution and natural color.  The counties that will be flown this year include the entire eastern slope except the San Luis Valley.  The scheduled flying dates will be between June 15, 2004 and August 3, 2004.  If we can find other agencies to partner with FSA and share in the cost, we will be able to upgrade to 1 meter resolution for 2005.  The 1 meter resolution imagery would replace the current base imagery we are now using.  Also, if the funding is available for 2005, all counties in Colorado will receive NAIP imagery.

The Changing Face of            American Agriculture





According to the recently released 2002 Census Results from the National Agricultural Statistics Service (NASS) - 





The average age of American agricultural producers in 2002 was 55.3-years-old. 


27.2 percent of agricultural producers were women in 2002; the number of women who were principal operators increased 12.6 percent from 1997. 


Principal operators of Spanish, Hispanic, or Latino origin increased by 50.8 percent from 1997 to 2002. 


Black principal operators increased by 8.8 percent and American Indian principal operators increased by 19.4 percent from 1997 to 2002. 


Ninety percent of America’s agricultural operations are still run by individuals or families and most are still small farms. In fact, the majority of operations (59%) had less than $10,000 in sales of agricultural products in 2002. 





The Census of Agriculture is currently conducted every five years; the first was conducted in conjunction with the 1840 population census.

Ft. Collins Hosts                       National CRP Conference





In early June, Colorado hosted the first National CRP Conference in Ft. Collins.  The conference, sponsored by Farm Service Agency in partnership with U.S. Geological Survey was designed to address the expiration of CRP contracts on some 22 million acres of CRP – 16 million in 2007 and an additional 6 million acres in 2008.





The conference brought together representatives from academic research, economists, agri-businesses, wildlife specialists, commodity and special interest groups to discuss the future of USDA’s most successful  programs in terms of environmental benefits received and voluntary owner/operator participation.





Those who might argue the benefits of CRP should consider the following – since 1982, CRP has aided in the reduction of soil erosion by more than 40 percent, restored more than 1.9 million acres of wetlands and wetland buffers, cost-shared on installation of more than 1.5 million acres of riparian buffers and grass filter and CRP is the largest carbon sequestration program.  CRP has also improved habitat that has increased populations of pheasants, ducks, many grassland birds -- including the sharp-tailed grouse -- and a multitude of other wildlife species.  





There is no argument that the National CRP conference set the stage for many debates to come, but all in attendance agree that developing open lines of communication between all CRP stakeholders is the only way to insure the best decisions are made regarding the future of CRP.
