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NORTH DAKOTA PRODUCERS ABLE TO ACQUIRE LDPS ON LINE
FARGO, ND, Sept. 21, 2004 – Electronic Loan Deficiency Payments (eLDPs) are now available to North Dakota producers who have an active USDA eAuthentification Level 2 account.  The eLDP is an internet based service allowing producers to request LDPs on line and, in most cases receive approval and payment by direct deposit within 48 hours.

ELDP services provide greater flexibility to producers allowing them to avoid travel to and from county FSA offices.  ELDPs are available 24 hours a day, seven days week, except during routine backup and maintenance periods.  The applicable LDP rate is based upon the rate in effect on the application date for the location of the stored commodity.  North Dakota commodities eligible for LDPs in 2004 include barley, corn, grain sorghum, oats, wheat, dry peas, honey, soybeans, minor oilseeds, wool, mohair and unshorn pelts.

USDA provides eLDP services in a secure online environment that protects participant’s security.  All participating customers will have an eLDP Customer Profile set up through a software application that validates their farming and crop information.  Local county FSA staff will maintain Customer Profiles for accuracy where farm records are stored.
