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CRP HAYING PERMITTED IN ELEVEN NORTH DAKOTA COUNTIES


FARGO, ND, July 20, 2004—Gary Nelson, state executive director, said, “Producers in eleven Southwest North Dakota counties are now authorized to hay Conservation Reserve Program acres.  Livestock producers   may begin grazing immediately after completing an application at their USDA Service Center.”  The eleven eligible counties include: Adams, Billings, Bowman, Dunn, Golden Valley, Grant, Hettinger, Mercer, Sioux, Slope, and Stark. 

In order to be eligible for emergency haying and grazing, producers must have all or part of their operation in one of the designated counties.  Producers should make application at the Farm Service Agency County Office where the farm records are located.  All haying under this authorization must be completed by September 15.

Grazing in the eleven designated counties was previously approved and must be completed by September 30, 2004. 

Producers choosing to use the emergency provision will have their annual rental payment reduced by 10 percent on the acres grazed or hayed.  


The designation is in response to the drought that has plagued southwest North Dakota.  The eleven approved counties have all suffered at least a 40 percent reduction from normal precipitation in the four months prior to their application for emergency use of CRP.
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
