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Producers with prevented or failed 2004 crop year acreage
FARGO, ND, Feb. 18, 2004-- Producers enrolled in the Direct and Counter-cyclical Program or those who want to be eligible for Commodity Credit Corporation loans or Loan Deficiency Program payments are required to report crop acres, including prevented planted and failed acres.  Prevented planting occurs when a crop cannot be planted during the established planting period for the crop because of natural disaster.  Producers requesting prevented planting credit must prove to their local FSA county committee’s satisfaction, that they intended to plant the crop for harvest on the acreage in question.
Failed acreage is acreage that was timely planted with the intent to harvest, but because of disaster-related conditions, the crop failed before it could be brought to harvest.  A producer with failed acreage must be able to prove to their local county FSA committee’s satisfaction that the crop was planted with the intention to harvest and the acreage failed because of disaster-related conditions.

Reports of failed acreage are required before the disposition of the crop.

Producers can obtain additional requirements for reporting failed and prevented acres by contacting the staff at any county FSA office.
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
