assistance.  $786,000 will be for statewide Resource Concerns.  Geographic
Priority Areas will be funded at $2,239,500.

Note:  The NRCS STO could shift the money between funds as particular
circumstances dictates during this FY.

The money is to be allocated by basins initially.  The ranking process will
determine how much each county will receive.

The STO will allocated EQIP funds to individual counties when notified by
counties of ranking results.
