PART 1955 — Property Management

Subpart C — Disposal of Inventory Property

Section 1955.101 - Purpose

This Oregon Instruction supplements RD Instruction 1955-C, redel egates program
authority, and prescribes procedures for the sale of inventory property (including real estate,
related real estate rights, and chattels) acquired by the Farm Service agency (FSA) in Oregon.

Section 1955.103 - Definitions

Beginning farmer or rancher. Paragraph (5) of the definition of abeginning farmer or
rancher contained in Section 1955.103 indicates that an applicant will not be considered a
beginning farmer or rancher if the applicant owns, either directly or indirectly through interestsin
family farm entities, real farm or ranch property, the aggregate acreage of which exceeds 30
percent of the average farm or ranch acreage of the farms or ranches in the County where the
property islocated. The average farm or ranch acreage for each of Oregon’s 36 Counties, based
on the most recent Census of Agriculture published by the U.S. Department of Commerce,
Bureau of Census, is shown as Exhibit A of this Instruction.

Section 1955.104 (a)(2) — Redelegation of authority. Unless otherwise prohibited,
authority delegated to the State Director by RD Instruction 1955-C is hereby redel egated to the
following State Office employees:

() Farm Loan Chief

(i) Farm Loan Specialists

Section 1955.107 (a)(2) — Selection of purchaser. The County Official’s determination of
whether an applicant is a beginning farmer or rancher will be based on the definition set forth in
Section 1955.103 of RD Instruction 1955-C and the county average farm or ranch size contained
in Exhibit A of this Instruction.
