BEGINNING FARMER - MAXIMUM ACRES THAT CAN BE OWNED IN WISCONSIN

FmHA Instructions 2-FLP, 1943-A, Section 1943.4; and 1955-C, Section 1955.103 defines a beginning farmer.  In order to be considered eligible as a beginning farmer, the applicant must not own real farm or ranch property that exceeds 30% of the average farm acres in the county where the property is located.  These acreage requirements apply to farm ownership loans and do not apply to operating loans.  

The average farm acreage is determined from data collected by the National Agricultural Statistics Services (NASS) for the 2002 Census of Agriculture, Table 1, County Summary Highlights: 2002.
