PILOT COUNTIES 
 
This insurance coverage is available in Dane, Jefferson, Marquette and Walworth Counties. 
 

CROP INSURED 
The crop insured will be mint types Peppermint and Spearmint in the county for which a premium rate is 
provided by the actuarial documents:   

1. In which you have a share;    
2. That are planted for harvest and distillation as mint oil; 
3. That have an adequate stand by the date coverage begins;

DEFINITIONS 
APH Yield      Actual Production History yield used to determine the production guarantee. The 

APH Yield is based on up to 10 years of actual and/or assigned yields. 
 
Unit    The insurable acreage used to determine the APH Yield, the Production 

Guarantee and any indemnity (loss payment). 
 
Production Guarantee Number of pounds guaranteed per unit.  Multiply your APH yield per acre x the 

coverage level percentage you select x the number of acres in the unit.

Catastrophic Coverage (CAT) 50% of your APH yield and 55% of the Established Price 
Additional Coverage   50, 55, 60, 65, 70, or 75% of your APH yield and up to100% of the 

Established  Price.         
    

PLAN OF INSURANCE 
APH Actual Production History -  Production guarantee based on individual yield history.  Optional and 

basic units are available. 
 
Optional Unit  Generally, all the insured crop acreage in a section by share. 
Basic Unit  Generally, all the insured crop acreage in a county by share. * 
* Reduced premium 
 

WINTER COVERAGE OPTION 
Not available under a catastrophic (CAT) policy 

You must elect the Winter Coverage Option on your application on or before the fall sales closing date.   This 
option provides a reduced guarantee (60% of basic coverage guarantee) and additional premium.  Contact a 
crop insurance agent for more details.

ADMINISTRATIVE FEES

Additional Coverage:  $30/crop/county.  
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
