The Livestock Indemnity Program and the Livestock Forage Program were 


reauthorized by the 2014 Farm Bill to provide relief to ranchers impacted by drought, 


blizzards and other natural disasters. You have just a few more days -- until that January 30 


deadline -- to visit your local Farm Service Agency office to file an application for payment/compensation.
