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2009 COUNTY COMMITTEE ELECTION RESULTS

COUNTY COMMITTEE MEMBERS NO LONGER SERVING 
With the 2009 Election several Committeepersons are no longer eligible to serve.  
Hobart Hearn had served the Franklin County Committee for several years and with 
term limits was unable to run. Mattie Clay, also from Franklin County and Marti 
Congleton from Woodford were not eligible to be retained as advisors.  We appreciate 
all these outstanding individuals’ time and long term efforts on our Committee. 
 
2010 ELECTION PLANS: The 2010 County Committee Election will be for LAA 3 and 
LAA 4. LAA boundaries are as follows: 
LAA 3 - Anderson County: SE area, Ballard, Glensboro, follow 44 to Pleasant Hill 
church and to Shelby County line and then south to Fairview.  
LAA 4 -  Woodford County: West of Franklin line follow US 60 - HY 33 to south 
Delaney Ferry Rd, so to Sellers Mill to Fords Mill, to Cummins Ferry west to river. 
Nominations are being accepted through August 2, 2010.  Socially disadvantaged and 
beginning farmers are especially needed on the ballot.  If you know of anyone that may 
be interested, please contact them or our office for information.

James Kay was recently appointed to the State FSA Committee by 
President Obama.  He will be serving with four other farmers on the Committee. 
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Green River Conservation Reserve 

Enhancement Program (CREP) 
 
CREP is a part of the Conservation Reserve 
Program (CRP) administered by the Farm 
Service Agency.  CREP projects are 
enhanced through federal, state and local 
partnerships.  The partnerships are Kentucky 
Department Fish and Wildlife, Kentucky 
Department of Conservation, Natural 
Resources Conservation Service, The Nature 
Conservancy, Soil and Water Conservation 
Districts and the Kentucky Division of 
Forestry.  Land enrolled under a CREP 
project may receive increased cost-share and 
numerous other financial incentives.  Annual 
rental payments paid over a 10-15 year 
period are paid on each acre enrolled at a 
rate that is often double the rate paid on 
acres enrolled under normal CRP provisions.  
 
The Kentucky Green River CREP has 
recently been expanded.  The expansion not 
only expanded the boundaries of the original 
CREP area to include 6 new counties (Allen, 
Butler, Grayson, Logan, Simpson and 
Warren) but also expanded the existing 
boundary in Barren and Edmonson counties.  
Included in the expansion was an increase in 
the maximum eligible buffer width on 
Riparian Buffers on specific streams.  In 
addition, two new practices have been added 
to the list of eligible conservation practices 
within the CREP area.   
 
Persons eligible to offer land are owners or 
operators who have owned or operated the 
land a minimum 12 months. To be eligible for 
enrollment, cropland must have a history of 
being planted or considered planted to an 
agricultural commodity during 4 out of 6 
years, 1996 – 2001.   Marginal Pastureland 
may be enrolled in specific practices if all 
classification criteria are met for the 
classification of marginal pastureland.
