2014 Acreage Reporting Dates

In order to comply with FSA program eligibility requirements, all producers are encouraged to visit the Allegan County FSA
office to file an accurate crop certification report by the applicable deadline. The following acreage reporting dates are
applicable for Allegan County:

July 15, 2014: Spring seeded grains, spring planted row crops.

November 15, 2014: Perennial forage (alfalfa hay, mixed hay, pasture), seeded wheat and all other fall-seeded small
grains.

January 15, 2015: Apples, asparagus, blueberries, cherries, grapes, peaches, plums, strawberries and all other
perennial orchard crops.

If the crop has not been planted by the above acreage reporting date, then the acreage must be reported no later than 15
calendar days after planting is completed. If a producer acquires additional acreage after the above acreage reporting
date, then the acreage must be reported no later than 30 calendars days after purchase or acquiring the lease.
Appropriate documentation must be provided to the county office. If a perennial forage crop is reported with the intended
use of “cover only,” “green manure,” “left standing,” or “seed,” then the acreage must be reported by July 15th.

Noninsured Crop Disaster Assistance Program (NAP) policy holders should note that the acreage reporting date for NAP
covered crops is the earlier of the dates listed above or 15 calendar days before grazing or harvesting of the crop begins.

The Agricultural Act of 2014 (the Act), also known as the 2014 Farm Bill, was signed by President Obama on Feb. 7, 2014.
The Act repeals certain programs, continues some programs with modifications, and authorizes several new programs
administered by the Farm Service Agency (FSA). Most of these programs are authorized and funded through 2018.

Loans for the Socially Disadvantaged

FSA has a number of loan programs available to assist applicants to begin or continue in agriculture production. Loans
are available for operating type loans and/or purchase or improve farms or ranches.

While all qualified producers are eligible to apply for these loan programs, the FSA has provided priority funding for
members of socially disadvantaged applicants.

A socially disadvantaged applicant is one of a group whose members have been subjected to racial, ethnic or gender
prejudice because of his or her identity as members of the group without regard to his or her individual qualities.

For purposes of this program, socially disadvantaged groups are women, African Americans, American Indians, Alaskan
Natives, Hispanics, Asian Americans and Pacific Islanders.

FSA loans are only available to applicants who meet all the eligibility requirements and are unable to obtain the needed
credit elsewhere.
