Over the Counter Channel (OTCnet)

FSA/CCC is moving toward OTCnet, an electronic method for processing customer check payments.
When a check is submitted for payment either in person or through the mail, the check will be
converted into an Electronic Funds Transfer (EFT). The funds will be debited from the producer’s
account, usually within 24 hours of receipt. Please see the U.S. Department of Treasury legal notices
posted in the Service Center or visit the following U.S. Department of Treasury Internet site for
detailed information. http://fms.treas.qov/otcnet/legal.html

What is OTCnet? OTCnet is a Web-based online application process for converting paper checks
presented to FSA into electronic debits to the producer’s bank account. It presents many benefits,
such as reducing lost/misplaced checks and paper handling. This improves customer relations,
speeds the check clearing process, and reduces the potential for human error.

How will my check be handled? The check will be scanned into the system and voided. The
customer will not receive the check back from FSA. FSA will hold checks for up to 14 calendar
days to ensure that the item was successfully processed, and then FSA will shred the check.

How quickly will funds be transferred from my account? The transfer of funds from your account
could occur within 24 hours. Therefore, you should be sure that you have sufficient funds in your
account to process the transaction. If you do not have sufficient funds, we may initiate the
transaction again.

How will this transaction appear on my account statement? The transfer of funds will be reflected
on your account statement. The transaction may be recorded in a different place on your statement
than where your checks normally appear, such as under “other withdrawals” or “other transactions”.

What are my rights if there is a problem with the transaction? You have protections under Federal
law for an unauthorized electronic fund transfer from your account. You should contact your
financial institution immediately if you believe that the transaction reported on your account
statement was not properly authorized or is otherwise incorrect.

The County FSA Commnuttee 1s responsible for reviewing each form to deternune the eligibility of nominees. A person who 1s
nominated on this form and is found ineligible will be so notified and have an opportunity to file a challenge.

Persons nominated should actively participate in the operation of a farm or ranch and be well qualified for committee work. A
producer 1s eligible to be a County FSA committee member if the producer resides in the Local Administrative Area (LAA) in

which the election 1s to be held and 1s eligible to vote.
This 1s a non-salary public service position. A small stipend 1s provided to offset expenses.

Federal regulations may prohibit County FSA Committee members from holding certan positions in some farm, commodity,
and political organizations if such positions pose a conflict of mterest with FSA duties. The positions include functional offices
such as president, vice president, secretary, or freasurer; and positions on boards or executive committees. Conflict of inferest
restrictions also apply to employees, operators, managers, and majority owners of tobacco warehouses. Questions concerning
eligibility should be directed to the County FSA Office.

A candidate has the option to request that all voted ballots for an mndividual county comnuttee election be returned to the
respective State Office in lieu of being returned to the county office. This request must be in writing and submitted to the local
County Executive Director prior to the announced end of the nomination period.

The duties of County FSA Committee members include:

A Administering farm program activities conducted by the County FSA Office.
Informing farmers of the purpose and provisions of the FSA programs.
Keeping the State FSA Conunittee informed of LAA conditions.

Moenitoring changes mn farm programs.

Participating in county meetings as necessary.

Performing other duties as assigned by the State FSA Committee
