Farmers are reminded that August 1, 2016 is the final date for contract enrollment for potential 2016 program benefits under the
Agriculture Risk Coverage (ARC) and Price Loss Coverage (PLC) programs.

If you have not enrolled, or if you need to confirm your status, contact this office. Failure to complete the contract enroliment step in
this program will result in your not being eligible for any potential payments for 2016.



Attention All Buyers of Agricultural Products

It is required that buyers of agricultural products check or register with the Secretary of State’s Office to determine if there are liens
against the seller of the product. If a lien is found, you are required to place the lien holder's name on the check as well as that of
the seller. Ag products include but are not limited to: Livestock (including horses), crops used for feed (hay, silage, oats, etc.),
machinery, equipment, and all other crops. Failure to place the lien holder’s name on the check may result in civil legal action
being taken against the buyer of the product.
