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Livestock Indemnity Payments

The 2014 Farm Bill makes the Livestock Indemnity Payments (LIP) a permanent
program and provides authority to cover eligible livestock losses. LIP provides
compensation to eligible livestock producers who have suffered livestock death losses in
excess of normal mortality due to adverse weather and attacks by animals reintroduced
into the wild by the federal government or protected by federal law, including wolves and
avian predators. LIP payments are equal to 75 percent of the market value of the
applicable livestock on the day before the date of death of the livestock as determined by
the Secretary.

Sign-up is ongoing. Additional details on the types of information required for an

application will be provided as part of the sign-up process. Some eligibility restrictions
may apply. Please consult this office for details and to set up an appointment

Livestock owners should record all pertinent information of livestock death losses due to
adverse weather and attacks by animals reintroduced into the wild by the federal
government or protected by federal law.

Documentation of the number and kind of livestock that have died, supplemented if
possible by such items as:

e Photographs or video records to document the loss, dated if possible

e Purchase records, veterinarian records, production records, bank or other loan
documents

e Written contracts, records assembled for tax purposes, private insurance
documents, and other similar reliable documents.

Price Loss Coverage (PLC) and Agricultural Risk Coverage
(ARC) Acreage Enrollment Needed Annually

year 2016. Even though the program election and base and yield update covered years 2014 — 2018; producers
must annually complete a contract on Form CCC-861 in order to be eligible for any possible payments.

Farm Storage Facility Loans

FSA'’s Farm Storage Facility Loan (FSFL) program provides low-interest financing to producers to build or upgrade
storage facilities. The low-interest funds can be used to build or upgrade permanent facilities to store commaodities.
Eligible commodities include corn, grain sorghum, rice, soybeans, oats, peanuts, wheat, barley, minor oilseeds
harvested as whole grain, pulse crops (lentils, chickpeas and dry peas), hay, honey, renewable biomass, fruits,
nuts and vegetables for cold storage facilities, floriculture, hops, maple sap, rye, milk, cheese, butter, yogurt, meat
and poultry (unprocessed), eggs, and aquaculture (excluding systems that maintain live animals through uptake
and discharge of water). Qualified facilities include grain bins, hay barns and cold storage facilities for eligible
commodities.

FSFL security requirements have been eased for loans in the amount of $100,000 and less. The maximum FSFL
loan amount is $500,000 per loan.

Producers do not need to demonstrate the lack of commercial credit availability to apply. The loans are designed
to assist a diverse range of farming operations, including small and mid-sized businesses, new farmers,
operations supplying local food and farmers markets, non-traditional farm products, and underserved producers.
