ATTENTION PRODUCERS! 
 2011 CROP REPORT DEADLINE IS JULY 1ST 

 
Crop report season is fast approaching.  Crop reports are required for participation 
in many FSA programs, such as DCP (crop base payment program), NAP (Non-
insured Crop Assistance Program), CRP (cropland and riparian areas set aside for 
habitat restoration and preservation),   LDP commodity payments, and Disaster 
Program payments.  The annual crop report, form FSA-578 Report of Acreage, 
must account for all rangeland and cropland on a farm, including failed acreage and 
prevented planting acreage .For the 2011 crop year the deadline to file crop 
acreage reports is July 1, 2011. Crop reports filed after July 1st will be considered 
late-filed and subject to late-file fees. 
 
To accommodate producers who must travel a greater distance, our office will 
schedule appointments at the Buffalo Service Center and the Kaycee Powder 
River Conservation District Office. For producers who receive appointment cards in 
the mail, if you are unable to make the scheduled appointment please contact our 
office staff to reschedule a time that is convenient.   

 
NON-INSURED ASSISTANCE PROGRAM (NAP) 

 
To remain eligible for NAP, a producer must annually report the crop, 
including: type, variety, location, producer shares, date planted, and 
the intended use (haying, grazing etc.). Once the crop is harvested, 
the production must also be reported.  2010 hay crop production 
needs to be filed by July 1, 2011 in order to be used for payment 
yield purposed for 2011. Failure to timely report production can have 
an adverse impact on the overall crop yield history and payments. 
If you have a loss on a covered NAP crop and wish to receive loss 
benefits from our office, you must file a notice of loss within 15 days of 
the earlier: 1) date of the disaster event that caused the loss or, 2) 
when the loss is apparent to you. A notice of loss must be filed for 
each weather-related event or adverse natural occurrence that causes 
damage to or loss of the specific crop. Failure to report crop damage 
or loss in a timely manner will result in ineligibility for Non-Insured 
Assistance Program payments.  
 
 



   

Foreign Buyers Notification  
The Agricultural Foreign Investment Disclosure Act (AFIDA) requires all foreign owners of U.S. agricultural land to report 
their holdings to the Secretary of Agriculture. The Farm Service Agency administers this program for USDA.  

All individuals who are not U.S. citizens, and have purchased or sold agricultural land in the county are required to report 
the transaction to FSA with 90 days of the closing. Failure to submit the AFIDA form (FSA-153) could result in civil 
penalties of up to 25 percent of the fair market value of the property. County government offices, Realtors, attorneys and 
others involved in real estate transactions are reminded to notify foreign investors of these reporting requirements.   

Farming Operation Changes 
If you have bought or sold land, or if you have added or dropped rented land from your operation, make sure you 
report the changes to the office as soon as possible.  You need to provide a copy of your deed or recorded land 
contract for purchased property.  Failure to maintain accurate records with FSA on all land you have an interest in 
can lead to possible program ineligibility and penalties.  Making the record changes now will save you time in the 
spring. Update signature authorization when changes in the operation occur.  Producers are reminded to contact 
the office of a change in operations on a farm so that records can be kept current and accurate.   

 
Highly Erodible Land and Wetland Conservation Compliance 

Landowners and operators are reminded that in order to receive payments from USDA, compliance with Highly 
Erodible Land (HEL) and Wetland Conservation (WC) provisions are required. Farmers with HEL determined soils 
are reminded of tillage, crop residue, and rotation requirements as specified per their conservation plan. 
Producers are to notify the USDA Farm Service Agency prior to conducting land clearing or drainage projects to 
insure compliance. Failure to obtain advance approval for any of these situations can result in the loss of eligibility 
and all Federal payments.   

 
Controlled Substance 

Any person who is convicted under federal or state law of a controlled substance violation could be ineligible for 
USDA payments or benefits.  Violations include planting, harvesting or growing a prohibited plant.  Prohibited 
plants include marijuana, opium, poppies and other drug producing plants. 

Special Accommodations  
Special accommodations will be made upon request for individuals with disabilities, vision impairment or hearing 
impairment. If accommodations are required, individuals should contact the county FSA office staff directly or by 
phone. 

Power of Attorney 
For those who find it difficult to visit the county office personally because of work schedules, distance, health, etc., FSA 
has a power of attorney form available that enables you to designate another person to conduct your business at the 
office. If you are interested, please contact our office or any Farm Service Agency office near you for more information.  

Bank Account Changes 
Current policy mandates that FSA payments be electronically transferred into your bank account. In order for timely 
payments to be made, producers need to notify the FSA county office if your account has been changed or if another 
financial institution purchases your bank. Payments can be delayed if the FSA office is not aware of updates to your 
account and routing numbers. 

Appeal Process 
After an FSA official makes a decision on your request for USDA services or application, you will be sent a letter 
informing you of the decision and options your can pursue if you disagree.   

Generally, program participants have three choices — an informal review with the original agency decision-maker, an 
opportunity for mediation and finally an appeal to the next level of authority within the agency.

COORDINATION IS…… 
A process mandated by federal law that requires federal agencies to coordinate their plans, programs 
and management activities with local government (i.e. your local conservation district, fire district, school 
district, county commissioners, city councils, etc.) It is a powerful tool that can be used to protect private 
property rights, productive uses of land, and local economies from burdensome government regulations. 
 
WHY COORDINATION WORKS …… 
Coordination process works by giving local governments a meaningful seat at the table when Federal 
and State agencies plan to implement a regulatory process such as Endangered Species Listing, Forest 
Plan Revisions, Wilderness plans, transmission lines and super corridors, to name a few. The agencies 
literally must sit down with each local government during their (agencies) planning process and continue 
to do so all the way through actual implementation.  Best of all, coordination is not optional however, it is 
rarely enforced because most local governments are not aware of this requirement and have not 
received training on how to implement the process. If local governments assert their coordinate position, 
the agency must work to make its plans consistent with local plans and policy. 
 
AUTHORITY…… 
Coordination is found in existing federal and state statutes and corresponding regulations. Initially, 
Congress defined coordination in the Federal Land Policy and Management Act or FLPMA of 1976. 
 
If you are a local government, private landowner or live in rural America the issues and solutions 
addressed during this workshop will affect you at some point.

DCP Signup Deadline 
Enrollment for the 2011 Direct and Counter-cyclical Program (DCP) will continue through June 1, 2011.  
FSA computes DCP Program payments using base acres and payment yields established for each farm.  

Eligible producers receive direct payments at rates established by statute regardless of market prices.   
      The electronic DCP (or eDCP) service will save you time, reduce paperwork and speed up contract 
processing at FSA offices.  It is available to anyone eligible to participate in the DCP Program.  To access this on-line 
service, you must have an active USDA eAuthentication Level 2 account, which requires filling out an online 
registration form at http://www.eauth.egov.usda.gov followed by a visit to the local USDA Service Center for identity 
verification.

ACRE Signup by June 1 
The optional ACRE Program provides a safety net based on state revenue losses and acts in place of the 

price-based safety net of counter-cyclical payments under DCP. The June 1, 2011, signup deadline is mandatory 
for all participants. USDA will not accept any late-filed applications.  

A farm's payment is based on a revenue guarantee calculated using a 5-year average state yield and the 
most recent 2-year national price for each eligible commodity.   

An ACRE payment is issued when both the state and the farm have incurred a revenue loss.  
The total number of planted acres for which a producer may receive ACRE payments may not exceed the 

total base on the farm. In exchange for participating in ACRE, in addition to not receiving counter-cyclical 
payments, a farm's direct payment is reduced by 20%, and marketing loan rates are reduced by 30%. 
The decision to enroll in the ACRE Program is irrevocable. The owner of the farm and all producers on the farm 
must agree to enroll in ACRE. Once enrolled, the farm shall be enrolled for that initial crop year and will remain in 
ACRE through the 2012 crop year 
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
