In 1979, he began working for LaBelle’s Catalog Showroom in Bismarck, 
which was later purchased by Best Products, Inc.  From 1985 to 1987, he served as the 
Corporate Operations Manager for Best Products, in Richmond, VA, directing operations 
analysts in 220 retail stores located across the United States.
