2006 Crop Commodity Loans


Producers have the option of placing their eligible 2006 crops under loan with the FSA Office. These 9-month loans may be farm-stored or warehouse stored grain. Loan amounts are determined by the applicable county loan rate in affect in the county where the grain is stored. The loan program allows a producer to enhance their cash flow while maintaining ownership and control of the grain.





The 2006 Bureau County loan rates are: $1.97/bushel for corn; $5.08/bushel for soybeans; $2.69/bushel for wheat; $1.38/bushel for oats and $1.65/cwt. for barley. 





Loan service fees are the lesser of ½ of 1 percent times the gross loan amount or $45.00, plus $3.00 for each additional warehouse receipt or grain bin.





Lien searches must be performed prior to loan approval and lien waivers may be required to secure a perfected lien on the grain. When grain placed under loan is produced on cash rented farms or stored in rented storage facilities, a signed lien waiver will be required.





Producers requesting farm stored commodity loans must provide measurements and location of the stored grain. Measurement service may be requested for a fee of $16.00 for the first bin and $4.50 for each additional bin.





CALL BEFORE YOU HAUL; all farm stored grain placed under loan is subject to spot-check and may not be moved without notifying the county office first.  Either call or stop in the FSA Office before moving grain.


Producers wishing to place their warehouse stored grain under loan must provide the FSA Office with warehouse receipts and proof storage has been paid for the 9-month loan.





Producers may repay commodity loans using the lesser of the Posted County Price (PCP) or principal plus interest on the day of repayment or they may lock in the PCP repayment price by signing a CCC-697. Locked in prices expire the earlier of sixty days or 14 calendar days before loan maturity. Producers must be aware of loan maturity dates, grain release dates, and repayment deadlines to maintain eligibility. Our office will be happy to review these dates with you. If you have any doubt, please call our office. Posted County Prices are updated and become effective at 6:00 a.m. Monday through Friday.





Payment Limitation


Producers are limited to earning $75,000 through LDP’s and market gains (may be earned when repaying commodity loans at the posted county price). It is each producer’s responsibility to monitor their payments. Once the $75,000 limitation is reached, no further LDP or market gains may be earned on the crop.





Commodity Certificate Exchange


Commodity certificate exchanges are not subject to the $75,000 payment limitation. Market gains may still be earned, even though the limitation amount has been reached, by repaying loans with commodity certificates anytime during the nine month loan period or repaying a loan, with certificates, the same day the loan is processed by the office. Market gains earned from commodity certificate exchanges will not be reported by FSA to IRS on CCC-1099. However, producers are reminded any market gain is income and must be reported as required by IRS.





The final loan/LDP availability date for wheat, oats and barley is March 31, 2007. Corn and soybean requests may be submitted through May 31, 2007.





Loan Deficiency Payments


2006 crop grain that has not been placed under loan may be eligible for a Loan Deficiency Payment (LDP). The payment rate is determined by the date beneficial interest in the grain was lost or the day the LDP application was submitted to FSA, when ownership is maintained. A signed CCC-633 EZ page one is required to be submitted to the FSA Office before ownership or control of the grain is lost. This requirement was addressed with producers, with a known share of the crop, during crop certification. Page one of the CCC-633 EZ needs to only be submitted once per crop year for each producer with an interest in the crop. Producers wanting to submit an LDP request for payment must do so by completing and submitting page 2 of the CCC-633 EZ. The correct version is dated 06/07/2006.





Producers that sell grain at harvest or deliver to satisfy a delayed price contract at harvest may request a LDP by submitting page 2 of the CCC-633 EZ along with the settlement sheets. The LDP rate will be based on the date of delivery. Keep this method in mind if you happen to have overrun bushels that were delivered but not submitted for a LDP





When ownership of the grain is maintained, a request for a LDP is made by submitting a CCC-633 EZ page 2. The LDP rate is then determined by the date the application is submitted.





LDP requests, on a CCC-633 EZ, page 2 for grain that has already been fed is allowable as long as feeding or grinding records are available to determine the date and amount of grain fed each day. The LDP rate will be determined by the date the grain is fed. If grain has not yet been fed, measurement service may be requested at the time of the LDP application. Measurement service will be considered final production evidence for spot-check purposes.





2007 Direct and Counter-Cyclical Program Sign Up 


Producers wishing to enroll their farms in the 2007 Direct Counter-Cyclical Program (DCP) may enroll at the FSA office or apply on-line (with level 2 access). Direct and Counter-Cyclical Payments are determined by taking the payment acres (85 percent of base acres) times the respective yield (direct or counter-cyclical) times the payment rate. Enrollment continues through June 1, 2007. Applications received June 2, 2007 through September 30, 2007, will be charged a late filing fee of $100.





Advance Direct payments may be requested for any month, from December through September. For 2007, advance direct payments will be 22 percent of the total payment. The remaining 78 percent of the direct payment will be issued in October of 2007.

Counter-Cyclical Advance Payments


Enrollment in the DCP program also allows producers to receive counter-cyclical payments if commodity prices remain low. If it is determined advance counter-cyclical payments should be issued, the first advance payment would be scheduled for October, and the second advance would be issued the following February. A final counter-cyclical payment would be issued the following October.  It is not known if advance counter-cyclical payments are earned or if a final payment will be issued until the final commodity price is determined at the end of the marketing year. 





Payments Issued 


The office recently completed issuing payments for the Conservation Reserve Program (CRP) and the Direct Counter-Cyclical Payment program. Annual rental payments have been issued for CRP as well as the Final 2006 Direct (DCP) payments. In addition the Final 2005 Counter-Cyclical payments have been issued.





Producers that enrolled in the 2006 DCP program, through February 8, 2006, received the remaining 50 percent of their Direct payments. Producers that enrolled in the DCP program after February 8, 2006, received their remaining 60 percent of the direct payment. The final counter-cyclical payment for corn was $0.07/bushel. This makes the total counter-cyclical payment for the 2005 crop for corn $0.35 per bushel.





Farm Storage Facility Loan Program


Farm Storage Facility Loan (FSFL) is a loan program for the improvement of existing storage or the construction of new grain storage facilities. Permanently fixed grain moving and drying equipment are also eligible to be placed under loan. Loans are seven years in length with annual amortized payments.  Loan amounts cannot exceed 85 percent of the cost of the storage facility or the amount of the improvements on existing storage. 





Conservation Reserve Enhancement Program (CREP)


Sign-up for the Conservation Reserve Enhancement program continues in the FSA Office. Eligible cropland in the Illinois River Basin may be offered for enrollment in CREP. Contracts are approved for not less than 14 years or more than 15 years in length. By taking land out of production and applying a designated conservation practice on the land, producers are offered annual rental payments. Twenty and thirty percent incentives to normal rental rates are applicable to CREP applications. Depending on the practice designated, Practice Incentive Payments and Signing Incentive Payments apply.





Payment Delays


Nobody likes delays when receiving payments. Make sure you notify our office of changes to your direct deposit information. If you have switched your designated financial institution or account without notifying our office, your payments will be delayed. We also need to be notified of any address changes. Your help is very much appreciated.

Wool Loan Deficiency Payment (LDP)


Producers are reminded January 31, 2007 is the final day to submit an LDP request for sheared wool or unshorn pelts.
