2 Designated Counties 

On July 27, 2006, the Secretary of Agriculture declared a disaster designation in 
Oklahoma, based on damages and losses caused by drought, extreme heat and high winds 
that occurred from January 1,2006, and continuing. 

A Contiguous Counties 

In accordance with section 321(a) of the Consolidated Farm and Rural Development 
Act, counties that are contiguous to one or more of the designated Oklahoma counties 
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are also named as contiguous counties where eligible family farmers may qualify for 
FSA assistance. County Offices see Exhibit 1 for a listing of designated counties. 

3 Action 

Effective July 27, 2006, EM loans are available to any eligible applicant with qualifying 
Production Losses or Physical Losses in the counties named above. Loan approval will 
be contingent upon the availability of funds. 

Emergency loan applications will be received through March 27,2007. 

Also, for the purpose of establishing security values as set forth in FSA Handbook 3-FLP, 
Par. 17 1 (C), the beginning date of the disaster incidence period is January 1,2006. 

FSA offices in the affected counties should take the notification and coordination actions 
required by Section 1945.21 (c) of FSA Instruction 1945-A. Please make appropriate 
public announcements to the news media in your area. A news release, which may be 
adapted to your office, is attached as Exhibit 2. 

FSA offices in the affected counties should also take the notification actions required in 
Section 195 1.953(a) of FSA Instruction 1951 -T.

EMERGENCY LOAN DESIGNATION 

Mr. Tim Kelley, State Executive Director, Farm Service Agency announced effective July 

27, 2006, two county(ies) in Missouri will have FSA disaster loans available due to drought, 

extreme heat and high winds which occurred January 1, 2006, and continuing. Applications for 

assistance will be accepted at the county office of the Farm Service Agency 

for physical and production losses caused by this 

disaster. Applications will be accepted through March 27,2007. 

Loans for physical losses must be used to replace or repair damage to buildings, fences or 

to compensate the farmer for losses of basic livestock, stored crops, or supplies on hand, 

equipment, etc., that was lost due to the disaster. Loans for production losses may also be used to 

buy feed, seed, fertilizer, livestock or to make payments on real estate or chattel debts. 

Generally, loans for production losses cannot be approved until crops have completed their 

production cycle or have been harvested. 

In order to qualify, a farmer must have suffered a 30% loss in production or an actual 

physical loss that was essential to the successful operation of the farm. 

Loans for actual losses are made at an interest rate of 3.75% for emergency loans to those 

eligible applicants who are unable to obtain the actual credit needed from another source. All 

loan programs of the Farm Service Agency are conducted on a non-discriminatory basis. 
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
