Since COC elections happen only once a 
year, here is an election refresher. For 
election purposes, counties are divided into 
Local Administrative Areas, or LAAs. Each 
LAA selects one producer to serve a three-
year term on the Farm Service Agency 
county committee. Each year, an election is 
held in an LAA to replace the committee 
member whose three-year term is expiring. 
In counties with three LAAs, one seat is up 
for election each year. In combined counties 
in some years, two seats may be up for 
election. LAA #2 has been represented by 
Eagle Point, OR rancher Charles Boyer.  
Boyer has served on the FSA Committee for 
a total of 3 consecutive years. LAA #2 area 
includes all farms and ranches operating 
North of Township 36 in both Jackson and 
Josephine counties.  Communities include 
Wolf Creek, Merlin, Rogue River, Gold Hill, 
Eagle Point, Shady Cove, Butte Falls & 
Prospect.  
 

Nominations 
Candidate nominations for the FSA county 
committee election will be accepted June 15 
through Aug. 1, 2011.  
Producers who are residents in the LAA 
holding the election and who participate or 
cooperate in an FSA program and are of legal 
voting age may be nominated to serve on the 
county committee. Individuals may nominate 
themselves or others as candidates.  Also, 
organizations representing socially 
disadvantaged minorities and women farmers 
or ranchers may also nominate candidates.

To be valid, the nomination form must be 
signed by the person being nominated,  
indicating agreement to serve if elected. The 
completed nomination form must be returned 
to the county office by the close of business on 
Aug. 1, or postmarked by midnight Aug. 1, 
2011.  
 

Voting 
 
Ballots will be mailed to eligible voters 
beginning Nov. 3, and must be returned to the 
county office by the close of business on Dec. 
1, or postmarked by midnight Dec. 1, 2011. 
 
 

Crop Acreage Reporting Date 
 
June 30th is the last day to report 2011 crops 
for Jackson & Josephine counties. Each 
producer who expects to receive benefits under 
FSA programs is responsible for complying 
with every provision of that program, including 
but not limited to: the Direct & Counter-
cyclical Program (DCP), Wool Loan 
Deficiency Program (LDP), Non-Insured 
Assistance Program (NAP), Supplemental 
Revenue Assistance Program (SURE), 
Conservation Reserve Programs (CRP/CREP), 
even if the cropland will be fallow for the year. 
Please contact the office for an appointment as 
soon as your last crop has been planted.  Crop 
type/commodity, variety, planting dates, 
irrigation practice, and intended use 
information is required for each field being 
reported.

Oct. 1 NAP Sales Closing Date: Alfalfa, 
 asparagus, barley, clover, garlic, 
grass, herbs (peppermint), hops, 
meadowfoam, mixed forage, rye, 
sugarbeet, triticale,  
vetch, wheat 

Nov. 20 NAP Sales Closing Date: Apples, 
apricots, blueberries, caneberries, 
grapes, hazelnuts, honey,

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Notice to Hispanic and/or Women Farmers or Ranchers 
Compensation for Claims of Discrimination
