Signature Policy for Spouses

Husbands and wives may sign documents on behalf of
each other for FSA and Commodity Credit Corporation
programs in which either has an interest. This option is
automatically available unless a written request for
exclusion is made to the County Office from either spouse.

There are exceptions to the rule. For example, spouses
may not sign a power of attorney (FSA-211) on behalf of
each other or sign on behalf of the other as an authorized
signatory for partnerships, joint ventures, corporations or
other similar entities.

Spouses must have a power of attorney on file or sign
personally for claim settlements, such as promissory notes.

A spouse's authority to sign documents on behalf of the
other spouse does not entitle a spouse to review or receive
agency records of the other spouse.

Direct Deposit Mandatory

As of Jan. 1, 1999, all payments issued by FSA will be by
direct deposit (electronic funds transfer) to a pre-
designated checking or savings account with your financial
institution.

For those already signed up, it is important that we are
notified anytime there is a change in your account
number or financial institution. If we aren’t notified,
future payments can be delayed or lost.

Signup for the 2007 Direct and Counter-Cyclical Payment
(DCP) program runs through June 1, 2007. New contracts
(CCC-509 form) must be signed each year. Contracts are
not considered valid enroliments until all operators and
owners who share in the crop have signed the CCC-509.

Other forms that must be filed include: CCC-502, Farm
Operating Plan; CCC-526, Average Adjusted Gross Income
Certification; AD-1026, Certification of Highly Erodible and
Wetland Compliance; FSA-578, Report of Acreage; Cash
Lease Certification or leases.

Advance payments are 22% of the calculated payment.
Final payments are made in October 2007.

Fruits and Vegetable Plantings (FAV'S)

Be aware that you are prohibited from planting FAV’s on
DCP acres. This includes vegetable SEED crops as well.
If you are not sure what acres you have available to be
planted to FAV'’s, contact our office prior to planting.
Planting FAV’s on contract acres could net you a costly
penalty.

Better safe than sorry; check with the county office
staff before planting any FAV's (or wild rice) on DCP
base acres.

Loan Deficiency Payments (LDP’s)

Producers who plant grains (barley, oats, wheat), or silage
corn for crop year 2007; or will be shearing sheep or selling
slaughter lambs should be aware that they may be eligible
to receive an LDP for these crops. Payments are available
when the posted county price is lower than the county loan
rate. County prices are posted daily.... contact our office to
find out if there is an LDP rate available on any given day.

To be eligible for LDP’s, you must comply with
conservation/wetland protection requirements, beneficial
interest requirements, and report your crop acres.

Requesting LDP’s is easy with form CCC-633 EZ.
Complete page 1 of the form indicating your intention to
receive LDP benefits BEFORE losing interest in the crop.
Call Patti (Ext 104) to request page 1 to sign now! Once
you've signed the form you can submit an LDP request at
any time during the loan availability period, before or after
losing beneficial interest.

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COUNTIES ELIGIBLE FOR USDA EMERGENCY FARM LOAN ASSISTANCE

Effective 12/29/06 there was a Presidential Major Disaster Declaration announced for Clatsop, Hood River, Lincoln and
Tillamook Counties due to severe weather events from 11/5/06 to 11/8/06. And again, effective 2/22/07 there was another
Presidential Major Disaster Declaration announced for Benton, Clatsop, Columbia, Lincoln Polk, Tillamook, Wheeler, Yamhill,
and Confederated Tribes of the Siletz Indians due to severe weather events that occurred from 11/4/6 and 12/15/06. _All
contiquous counties to these were named as eligible for FSA Emergency loan assistance if they qualify... that would
include LANE COUNTY.

Qualified farm operators are eligible for low-interest emergency (EM) loans at a rate of 3.75% from FSA, provided eligibility
requirements are met. Farmers in eligible counties have eight months from the date of the declaration to apply for the
loans to help cover part of their actual losses. FSA will consider each loan application on its own merits, taking into account the
extent of losses, security available and repayment ability. Producers can borrow up to 100% of the actual production losses to a
maximum amount of $500,000. Loan terms for crop losses are normally 1 to 7 years, but terms of up to 20 years may be
authorized.

FSA provides emergency loans to help producers recover from production and physical losses due to drought, flooding, other
natural disaster, or quarantines.

Emergency Loans are used to restore or replace essential property; pay all or part of production costs associated with the
disaster year; pay essential family living expenses; reorganize the farming operation; and refinance certain debts.

Emergency loans may be made for farmers and ranchers who: own or operate land located in one of the counties listed
above; are established family farm operators and have sufficient farming or ranching experience; are citizens or permanent
residents of the United States; have suffered at least a 30-percent loss in crop production or a physical loss to livestock,
livestock products, real estate, or chattel property; have an acceptable credit history; are unable to receive credit from
commercial sources; can provide collateral to secure the loan; and have repayment ability.

Conservation Compliance All participants in USDA programs are required to have a conservation system in place on
all the highly erodible land (HEL) that they operate. Problems can arise with complying with a conservation system when:
renting new cropland, purchasing new land, breaking out additional cropland, planting different crops, and changing or removing
existing conservation practices.

It's important that you contact our office before doing any of the above. Also, it is very important that you contact our office
before modifying - tiling, draining, dredging, filling, or leveling - any wetland or drainage ditch. Failure to obtain advance
approval for any of these situations can result in loss of all Federal payments and eligibility.
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
