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FSA County Committee
Elections Close Dec. 7

Farmers and Ranchers Have a Voice in Local
Farm Program Decisions

The Farm Service Agency (FSA) reminds
producers that 2015 FSA County Committee
election ballots must be returned to local FSA
offices by Dec. 7, 2015.

Nearly 7,700 FSA County Committee members
serve FSA offices nationwide. Each committee has
three to 11 elected members who serve three-year
terms of office. One-third of county committee
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seats are up for election each year. County
committee members apply their knowledge and
judgment to help FSA make important decisions on
its commodity support programs; conservation
programs; indemnity and disaster programs;
emergency programs and eligibility.

Producers must participate or cooperate in an FSA
program to be eligible to vote in the county
committee election. Approximately 1.9 million
producers are currently eligible to vote. Farmers
and ranchers who supervise and conduct the
farming operations of an entire farm, but are not of
legal voting age, also may be eligible to vote.

Farmers and ranchers will begin receiving their
ballots the week of Nov. 9. Ballots include the
names of candidates running for the local
committee election. FSA has modified the ballot,
making it more easily identifiable and less likely to
be overlooked. Voters who do not receive ballots in
the coming week can pick one up at their local FSA
office. Ballots returned by mail must be postmarked
no later than Dec. 7, 2015. Newly elected
committee members and their alternates will take
office Jan. 1, 2016.

New USDA Commitments to
Help Build Up Next Generation
of Farmers and Ranchers

The U.S. Department of Agriculture today
announced a commitment by the U.S. Department
of Agriculture (USDA) to prioritize $5.6 billion over
the next two years within USDA programs and
services that serve new and beginning farmers and
ranchers. Deputy Secretary Harden also
announced a new, tailored web tool designed to
connect burgeoning farm entrepreneurs with
programs and resources available to help them get
started.

The new web tool is available at
www.usda.gov/newfarmers. The site was designed
based on feedback from new and beginning
farmers and ranchers around the country, who
cited unfamiliarity with programs and resources as
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a challenge to starting and expanding their
operations. The site features advice and guidance
on everything a new farm business owner needs to
know, from writing a business plan, to obtaining a
loan to grow their business, to filing taxes as a new
small business owner. By answering a series of
questions about their operation, farmers can use
the site’s Discovery Tool to build a personalized set
of recommendations of USDA programs and
services that may meet their needs.

Using the new web tool and other outreach
activities, and operating within its existing
resources, USDA has set a new goal of increasing
beginning farmer and rancher participation by an
additional 6.6 percent across key USDA programs,
which were established or strengthened by the
2014 Farm BiIll, for a total investment value of
approximately $5.6 billion. Programs were targeted
for expanded outreach and commitment based on
their impact on expanding opportunity for new and
beginning farmers and ranchers, including starting
or expanding an operation, developing new
markets, supporting more effective farming and
conservation practices, and having access to
relevant training and education opportunities.
USDA will provide quarterly updates on its
progress towards meeting its goal. A full
explanation of the investment targets, benchmarks
and outcomes is available at: BER-Commitment-
Factsheet.

As the average age of the American farmer now
exceeds 58 years, and data shows that almost 10
percent of farmland in the continental United States
will change hands in the next five years, we have
no time to lose in getting more new farmers and
ranchers established. Equally important is
encouraging young people to pursue careers in
industries that support American agriculture.
According to an employment outlook report
released by USDA'’s National Institute of Food and
Agriculture (NIFA) and Purdue University, one of
the best fields for new college graduates is
agriculture. Nearly 60,000 high-skilled agriculture
job openings are expected annually in the United
States for the next five years, yet only 35,000
graduates with a bachelor’'s degree or higher in
agriculture related fields are expected to be
available to fill them. The report also shows that
women make up more than half of the food,
agriculture, renewable natural resources, and
environment higher education graduates in the
United States. USDA recently released a series of
fact sheets showcasing the impact of women in
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agriculture nationwide.

Today’s announcement builds on USDA's ongoing
work to engage its resources to inspire a strong
next generation of farmers and ranchers by
improving access to land and capital; building
market opportunities; extending conservation
opportunities; offering appropriate risk
management tools; and increasing outreach and
technical support.

Filing a Notice of Loss

The CCC-576, Notice of Loss, is used to report failed acreage and prevented planting and may be
completed by any producer with an interest in the crop. Timely filing a Notice of Loss is required for
all crops including grasses. For losses on crops covered by the Non-Insured Crop Disaster
Assistance Program (NAP), you must file a CCC-576, Notice of Loss, in the FSA County Office
within 15 days of the occurrence of the disaster or when losses become apparent.

Producers of hand-harvested crops must notify FSA of damage or loss through the administrative
County Office within 72 hours of the date of damage or loss first becomes apparent. This notification
can be provided by filing a CCC-576, email, fax or phone. Producers who notify the County Office
by any method other than by filing the CCC-576 are still required to file a CCC-576, Notice of Loss,
within the required 15 calendar days.

If filing for prevented planting, an acreage report and CCC-576 must be filed within 15 calendar
days of the final planting date for the crop.

Emergency Assistance for Livestock, Honeybee, and Farm
Raised Fish Program (ELAP)

The Emergency Assistance for Livestock, Honeybees and Farm-Raised Fish Program (ELAP)
provides emergency assistance to eligible livestock, honeybee, and farm-raised fish producers who
have losses due to disease, adverse weather or other conditions, such as blizzards and wildfires,
not covered by other agricultural disaster assistance programs.

Eligible livestock losses include grazing losses not covered under the Livestock Forage Disaster
Program (LFP), loss of purchased feed and/or mechanically harvested feed due to an eligible
adverse weather event, additional cost of transporting water because of an eligible drought and
additional cost associated with gathering livestock to treat for cattle tick fever.

Eligible honeybee losses include loss of purchased feed due to an eligible adverse weather event,
cost of additional feed purchased above normal quantities due to an eligible adverse weather
condition, colony losses in excess of normal mortality due to an eligible weather event or loss
condition, including CCD, and hive losses due to eligible adverse weather.

Eligible farm-raised fish losses include death losses in excess of normal mortality and/or loss of
purchased feed due to an eligible adverse weather event.

The Farm Bill caps ELAP disaster funding at $20 million per federal fiscal year.

Livestock Indemnity Program (LIP)

The Livestock Indemnity Program (LIP) provides assistance to eligible producers for livestock death
losses in excess of normal mortality due to adverse weather and attacks by animals reintroduced
into the wild by the federal government or protected by federal law. LIP compensates livestock
owners and contract growers for livestock death losses in excess of normal mortality due to adverse
weather, including losses due to hurricanes, floods, blizzards, wildfires, extreme heat or extreme
cold.

For 2015, eligible losses must occur on or after Jan. 1, 2015, and before December 31, 2015. A
notice of loss must be filed with FSA within 30 days of when the loss of livestock is apparent.
Participants must provide the following supporting documentation to their local FSA office no later
than 30 calendar days after the end of the calendar year for which benefits are requested:

e Proof of death documentation
e Copy of growers contracts
e Proof of normal mortality documentation

USDA has established normal mortality rates for each type and weight range of eligible livestock,
i.e. Adult Beef Cow = 1.5% and Non-Adult Beef Cattle (less than 400 pounds) = 3%. These
established percentages reflect losses that are considered expected or typical under “normal”
conditions. Producers who suffer livestock losses in 2015 must file both of the following:

e Anotice of loss the earlier of 30 calendar days of when the loss was apparent or by January
30, 2016
e An application for payment by January 30, 2016.

Tree Assistance Program (TAP) Sign-up

Orchardists and nursery tree growers who experience losses from natural disasters during calendar

year 2015 must submit a TAP application either 90 calendar days after the disaster event or the
date when the Ingg i Aannarent TAP wa<g aitharized hv the Aariciiltiiral Aect nf 2014 ac A nermanent
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disaster program. TAP provides financial assistance to qualifying orchardists and nursery tree
growers to replant or rehabilitate eligible trees, bushes and vines damaged by natural disasters.

Eligible tree types include trees, bushes or vines that produce an annual crop for commercial
purposes. Nursery trees include ornamental, fruit, nut and Christmas trees that are produced for
commercial sale. Trees used for pulp or timber are ineligible.

To qualify for TAP, orchardists must suffer a qualifying tree, bush or vine loss in excess of 15
percent mortality from an eligible natural disaster. The eligible trees, bushes or vines must have
been owned when the natural disaster occurred; however, eligible growers are not required to own
the land on which the eligible trees, bushes and vines were planted.

If the TAP application is approved, the eligible trees, bushes and vines must be replaced within 12
months from the date the application is approved. The cumulative total quantity of acres planted to
trees, bushes or vines, for which a producer can receive TAP payments, cannot exceed 500 acres
annually.

2011, 2012, 2013 and 2014 Average Adjusted Gross Income
Compliance Reviews

The AGI verification and compliance reviews for 2011, 2012, 2013 and 2014 are conducted on
producers who the IRS indicated may have exceeded the adjusted gross income limitations
described in [7 CFR 1400.500]. Based on this review, producers will receive determinations of
eligibility or ineligibility.

If the producer is determined to have exceeded the average AGI limitation of $900,000, receivables
will be established for payments earned directly or indirectly by the producer subject to the $900,000
limitation. The Puerto Rico FSA Office has begun notifying producers selected for review. If you
have any questions about the review process or determinations, please contact the Puerto

Rico FSA Office at 787-294-1613. Producers who receive initial debt notification letters may only
appeal the amount of the debt to their local FSA office. Payment eligibility adverse determinations
become administratively final 30 days from the date of the payment eligibility adverse determination
letter and can only be reopened if exceptional circumstances exist that prevented the producer from
timely filing the appeal.

Dairy Indemnity Payment Program

The 2014 Farm Bill authorized the extension of the Dairy Indemnity Payment Program (DIPP)
through September 30, 2018. DIPP provides payments to dairy producers and manufacturers of
dairy products when they are directed to remove their raw milk or products from the market because
of contamination.

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Microloans

Farm Service Agency (FSA) reminds farmers and ranchers that the FSA borrowing limit for
microloans increased from $35,000 to $50,000, on Nov. 7, 2014. Microloans offer borrowers
simplified lending with less paperwork.

The microloan change allows beginning, small and mid-sized farmers to access an additional
$15,000 in loans using a simplified application process with up to seven years to repay. Microloans
are part of USDA's continued commitment to small and midsized farming operations.

To complement the microloan program additional changes to FSA eligibility requirements will
enhance beginning farmers and ranchers access to land, a key barrier to entry level producers. FSA
policies related to farm experience have changed so that other types of skills may be considered to
meet the direct farming experience required for farm ownership loan eligibility. Operation or
management of non-farm businesses, leadership positions while serving in the military or advanced
education in an agricultural field will now count towards the experience applicants need to show
when applying for farm ownership loans. Important Note: Microloans cannot be used to purchase
real estate.

Since 2010, more than 50 percent of USDA's farm loans now go to beginning farmers and FSA has
increased its lending to targeted underserved producers by nearly 50 percent.

Youth Loans

The Farm Service Agency makes loans to youth to establish and operate agricultural income-
producing projects in connection with 4-H clubs, FFA and other agricultural groups. Projects must
be planned and operated with the help of the organization advisor, produce sufficient income to
repay the loan and provide the youth with practical business and educational experience. The
maximum loan amount is $5000.

Youth Loan Eligibility Requirements:

e Be a citizen of the United States (which includes Puerto Rico, the Virgin Islands, Guam,

American Samoa, the Commonwealth of the Northern Mariana Islands) or a legal resident

alien

Be 10 years to 20 years of age

Comply with FSA’s general eligibility requirements

Be unable to get a loan from other sources

Conduct a modest income-producing project in a supervised program of work as outlined

above

o Demonstrate capability of planning, managing and operating the project under guidance
and assistance from a project advisor. The project supervisor must recommend the youth
loan applicant, along with providing adequate supervision.

Stop by the county office for help preparing and processing the application forms.

Beginning Farmer Loans

FSA accicte heninninn farmers tn finance anriciiltiiral enternrices | Inder thece decinnated farm Inan
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programs, FSA can provide financing to eligible applicants through either direct or guaranteed
loans. FSA defines a beginning farmer as a person who:

e Has operated a farm for not more than 10 years
Will materially and substantially participate in the operation of the farm
Agrees to participate in a loan assessment, borrower training and financial management
program sponsored by FSA

e Does not own a farm in excess of 30 percent of the county’s average size farm.

Loans for Targeted Underserved Producers

FSA has a number of loan programs available to assist applicants to begin or continue in agriculture
production. Loans are available for operating type loans and/or to purchase or improve farms or
ranches.

While all qualified producers are eligible to apply for these loan programs, FSA has provided priority
funding for members of targeted underserved applicants.

A targeted underserved applicant is one of a group whose members have been subjected to racial,

ethnic or gender prejudice because of his or her identity as members of the group without regard to
his or her individual qualities.

For purposes of this program, targeted underserved groups are women, African Americans,
American Indians, Alaskan Natives, Hispanics, Asian Americans and Pacific Islanders.

FSA loans are only available to applicants who meet all the eligibility requirements and are unable
to obtain the needed credit elsewhere.

USDA Commits $2.5 Million to Expand New Farmer Education

Training Will also Help Returning Service Members, Underserved, and Urban Producers

U.S. Department of Agriculture (USDA has announced that $2.5 million in grants is now available for
projects to educate new and underserved farmers about more than 20 Farm Service Agency (FSA)
programs that can provide financial, disaster or technical assistance to the agricultural community.

The grants will be awarded to nonprofits and public higher education institutions that develop
proposals to improve farmer education on topics such as financial training, value-added production,
recordkeeping, property inheritance, and crop production practices.

USDA will conduct four evaluation periods to review applications, with the deadlines of Nov. 20,
2015, Jan. 22, 2015, Mar. 18, 2016, and May 27, 2016. Awards between $20,000 and $100,000 per
applicant will be available.
