Freeze Damaged Wheat

Once again, Mother Nature threw us a curve ball in
early April with unusually cold temperatures after a
period of warm weather. As such, wheat acreages
may be slightly to severely freeze damaged.
Should you decide to destroy your wheat and not
carry the acreage to harvest, a CCC-576, “Notice of
Loss and Application for Payment...” form must be
on file PRIOR to destroying the acreage. If the
acreage is destroyed before the form is filed, the
acreage will not be considered to have been
planted to wheat. Such action could have an
impact should a disaster program be implemented
or provisions made under the next farm bill.

Pomona WRAPS BMP Auction Sign Up

The Osage County Conservation District will be
taking applications for cost share assistance from
May 1 through July 27, 2007. New projects such
as waterways, terraces, well plugging, on-site
wastewater lagoons, ponds and many other
projects are eligible for funding. Applications are
funded based on water quality issues. Eligibility
requirements apply to all projects. Funding is
provided by the State Conservation Commission
through appropriation from the Kansas Water Plan
Fund.

Due to limited funds available for protecting our
land and water resources, a Best Management
Practice (BMP) Auction will be used to distribute
funds for the Pomona WRAPS project. If you live in
the Pomona Drainage area (the area between
Eskridge and Pomona Lake, and Osage City and
Overbrook) and need conservation work done on
your property, please stop by the office to pick up
a field sign-up auction sheet. Our approach is
intended to provide the greatest water quality
improvements in the Pomona Lake watershed per
dollar spent. Bidding will be open from July 1,
2007 to August 31, 2007. Funding provided by
Kansas Department of Health and Environment
through an EPA Section 319 grant. For more
