DATES TO REMEMBER 
 
JUNE 30 Final certification 
date for all crops 
 
JULY 4 Independence Day 
Holiday.  Office will be 
closed and will reopen 
Wednesday, July 5th. 
 
AUGUST 1 Deadline to 
submit COC nomination 
forms   
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 Acreage Reporting
 
Filing an accurate and timely acreage report for 
all crops and land uses, including failed acre-
age, can prevent loss of benefits for a number 
of programs, including Direct and Counter-
cyclical Program, Conservation Reserve Pro-
gram, Non-insured Crop Disaster Assistance 
Program and marketing assistance loans and 
loan deficiency payments. 
 
Producers are required to file FSA-578 by the 
applicable final reporting date of June 30 for all 
crops except small grain. To be considered 
timely filed, acreage reports for: 
 
 prevented planted acreage are required to be 

submitted no later than 15 calendar days af-
ter the final reporting date for the applicable 
crop; 

 failed acreage shall be filed before the dis-
position of the crop. 

 
 
Preventing Fraud, Waste
 
The Farm Service Agency has joined with the 
Risk Management Agency to prevent fraud, 
waste and abuse in the Federal Crop Insurance 
Program. FSA has been, and will continue to, 
assist RMA and insurance providers by moni-
toring crop conditions throughout the growing 
season. In addition, FSA will refer all suspected 
cases of fraud, waste and abuse to RMA. 
 
Producers can report suspected cases to the 
county office staff, RMA office, or the Office 
of the Inspector General. 
 
 
Beginning Farmers, Ranchers  
 
Are you a farmer or rancher who has substan-
tially participated in the farming operation for 
at least three but no more than 10 years? If so, 
you may qualify for beginning farmer targeted 
loan funds with Farm Service Agency.  
he program is designed to assist these farmers 
y providing direct and guaranteed loans when 
hey are unable to obtain financing from com-
ercial credit sources.  

f you believe this program could be of benefit 
o you, please contact the county office staff for 
ore information.

ainly welcome your interest. 

CC-633-EZ Reminder 
emember, we’ve switched to the CCC-633-
Z form.  It’s a one size fits all form you can 
se to indicate your intention to receive loan 
eficiency payments for all your crops at the 
eginning of the year, long before you’ve lost 
eneficial interest.  The same form is then used 
o submit a request for an LDP any time during 
he loan /LDP availability period before or after 
osing beneficial interest.  For the 2006 crop 
ear, the CCC-633 EZ and eLDP online re-
uests are the only methods available to request 
DPs. 

peaking of beneficial interest, the policy re-
arding beneficial interest has changed 
ignificantly for 2006 and subsequent crop 
ears.   

he new and amended beneficial interest policy 
or 
OPEN STORAGE –Producers who deliver to 
 CCC-approved warehouse, and the commod-
ty is placed in open storage for a term of 15 
alendar days or more, will lose beneficial in-
erest in the commodity on the 16th calendar 
ay of the physical delivery unless an approved 
arehouse receipt can be provided to the pro-
ucer.   
NAPPROVED FACILITIES – Producers 
ho deliver commodities to a facility where the 

ommodity is commingled with commodities 
rom other producers are ineligible for a LDP, 
f the facility is not authorized by State or Fed-
ral law to store such commodities for the 
enefit of producers.  Therefore, delivery of  
 



  

 
 

commodities to a location that is not 
considered a CCC-approved or State or 
Federally licensed facility will result in 
the loss of beneficial interest in the 
commodity on the date of physical 
delivery. 
 
Deliveries of a commodity to entities 
such as a dairy, feedlot, pit, ethanol 
plant, wool pool, feed mill, or any 
other unapproved storage facility, will 
result in the loss of beneficial interest 
on the date on the date of delivery, 
regardless of any other action or 
agreement between such an entity and 
the producer.

 YOUTH PROJECT LOANS 
The Farm Service Agency makes loans 
available to rural youths to establish and 
operate income-producing projects in 
connection with 4-H clubs, FFA and 
other youth organizations.  Projects must 
be planned and operated with the help of 
the organization advisor, produce suffi-
cient income to repay the loan and 
provide the youth with practical business 
and educational experience.  The maxi-
mum loan amount is $5000.   
Eligibility Requirements 
Be a citizen of the United States or a 
legal resident alien. 
Be 10 years to 20 years of age 
Live in the open country or in a town of 
less than 10,000 people 
Be unable to get a loan from other 
sources 
Conduct a modest income-producing 
project in a supervised program of work 
as outlined above 
Demonstrate capability of planning, 
managing and operating the project 
under guidance and assistance from 
a project advisor.  The project su-
pervisor must recommend the 
project and the loan, along with pro-
viding adequate supervision.
