On November 23, 2002, the President signed a fifth CR for FY 2003, which will
keep the Government operating through January 11, 2003.

This notice issues additional alotments for non-Federal County Office
administrative expenses through January 11, 2003 (Exhibit 1).

Note: These alotments include the allotments previously issued in
Notices BU-629 through BU-631.

Guidance for operating under CR is very specific as to the funding levels available
for spending. Available funds are based on severa factors, including the historical
seasonal rate of obligations for the period of the year covered by CR.

Offices are requested to operate in a fiscally sound manner. Activities and
expenses that are not critical to the management or operations of the Agency
should be curtailed until full fiscal year appropriation levels are known. FSA has
completed an analysis of the funding level available to the Agency through January
11, 2003. The non-Federal alotments that are being issued and projected Federa
spending will put FSA very close to the limitation for the period and, therefore,
require that obligations and expenditures be closely monitored.
