Assignment of
Duplicate Tract
Numbers

The potential exists to assign duplicate tract numbers when the computer has
reached “9999999” as a tract number causing the tract number assignment process
to use available numbers and either of the following occur:

& County Office is processing tract combinations

& County Office is processing tract divisions or adding new tracts through tract
maintenance software because of in-transfers anytime after a tract combination
has been processed.

B
KC-ITSDO
Action

On February 16, 2001, KC-ITSDO:

& issued Information Bulletin No. 2043

& transmitted software modules to all County Offices to correct the potential
problem.

On February 22, 2001, KC-ITSDO will:

& issue Information Bulletin No. 2047
& transmit software to generate either of the following:

& a report identifying the duplicate tract numbers that have been assigned
& a negative report if no duplicate tract numbers have been assigned.

The report shall be run by the County Offices listed in this notice according to
subparagraph D.

Action

County Offices identified in Exhibit 1 shall:

& stop processing tract combinations, tract divisions, and tract additions because
of in-transfers

& run the report according to subparagraph D when received.
    
If the report:

& is negative, no further action is required and the office personnel may resume
processing reconstitutions and adding tracts for in-transfers

& identifies that duplicate tract numbers have been assigned, contact the
Technical Assistance Branch (TAB) through your State Office.

Note: Until TAB has corrected the duplicate tract numbers, do not process
any of the following:

& tract combinations
& tract divisions
& tract additions because of in-transfers.
