1 Overview

A
Background Notice CN-908 provided the policy that cotton denied LDP because of payment

limitation is still eligible to be placed under loan.  

LDP requests are currently being accepted using versions of CCC-Cotton AA and
CCC-709 that do not adequately reflect this policy.

B
Purpose This notice provides instructions about revising CCC-Cotton AA and CCC-709 to

reflect the current policy that upland cotton denied LDP because of payment
limitation is eligible for CCC loan until new forms are available.

Until revised versions of CCC-Cotton AA and CCC-709 are available, the
following statement shall be added to CCC-Cotton AA and CCC-709 before being
signed by the producer or producer’s agent:

“Notwithstanding the terms of Part A, if LDP is denied on a quantity of cotton
due to the payment limitation, such quantity is eligible to be used as collateral
for a CCC marketing assistance loan through the final loan availability date as
long as all other eligibility requirements, including beneficial interest, are met.”

County Offices shall not revise CCC-Cotton AA and CCC-709 signed by
producers before receipt of this notice.
