1 Overview

A
Background As County Offices begin to receive their Common Land Units (CLU’s), there is an

increasing need for applications and tools to use with this Geographic Information
Systems (GIS) layer.  ITSD has developed several applications to use with CLU,
one being the Compliance Tool.  This tool speeds the process of finding required
spot checks on imagery and requires a copy of the Automated Farm Inspection
Selection (AFIS) File to work efficiently.  The software being distributed will
move the AFIS File, Detail File, and Crop File to PC where it can be used by the
Compliance Tool.  Only County Offices that have CLU’s and digital imagery
for the 2002 compliance season will receive this software.  As more County
Offices receive their CLU’s, a wider distribution will be made.

ITSD has been providing training on using the Compliance Tool to States that
have CLU’s that are doing digital compliance.

Purpose This notice provides instructions for only those County Offices with CLU’s and

digital imagery for transferring compliance data from System 36 to PC.

The following table describes each step to transfer 3 separate files from System 36
to PC:

� 2002 Compliance Detail File
� 2002 Automated Farm Inspection Selection File
� 2002 Universal Crop File.

System 36, AS/400, and PC software are all required to be installed before
performing the following steps.  Once the steps have been completed, the
following files will reside on PC:  detail.txt, spotchk.txt, and crop.txt.  The record
layouts are contained in the attached documents:  crop transfer.wpd, detail
transfer.wpd, and spotchk transfer.wpd.

Note: The random selection register must be run on System 36 before accessing
this software.  This process will need to be rerun each time a random
selection register is run.

Repeat the process steps 1 through 20 for each additional county.
