All producers with CRP-1, which has not been approved and with a scheduled
contract effective date beginning on or after October 1, 2002, are subject to the
AGI provisions enacted in the Act. If producers do not wish to comply with the
AGI provisions, they may withdraw the CRP offer.

For CRP-1's approved after May 13, 2002, with an effective date on or after
October 1, 2002, and that were approved before Notice CRP-405 was issued, the
CRP participant must:

* benotified that the AGI provisions apply to CRP-1
¢ sign CRP-1J Addendum.

Note: If producers refuse to sign CRP-1J Addendum within 60 calendar days of
being notified, COC shall withdraw CRP-1. No refunds or liquidated
damages are required.

COC’s sndll allow producers to withdraw the CRP offer if both of the following
apply:

* CRP-1 approva was suspended by Notice CRP-405
* producer refusesto sign CRP-1J Addendum.

For producers with signed CRP-1's for which approval was suspended by
Notice CRP-405 and the producers agree to sign CRP-1J Addendum, COC shall
approve CRP-1 provided that all:
