New Web-Based System for Hard White Wheat Incentive Program (HWWIP)
Approved by:  Deputy Administrator, Farm Programs

1 Overview

A Background

A web-based system has been developed for County Offices to enter data from 2003 HWWIP
CCC-490 manual applications.

B Purpose

This notice provides procedure for entering manual CCC-490 data into the automated
CCC-490 using the new Intranet-based web application through the FSA Intranet.  The web-
based HWWIP system will allow:

•  FSA Intranet access to the web-based CCC-490 through Microsoft IE
•  County Offices to enter manual CCC-490 data into the web-based CCC-490.

To use the HWWIP web-based application, each County Office must have:

•  properly installed AS400 Release No. 22 and System 36 Release No. 519

•  a producer-signed and COC-approved manual CCC-490 from which to enter data into the
web-based CCC-490.

Important: Employees responsible for entering this information will need their WebCAAF
ID’s and passwords.  The WebCAAF ID is the employee’s original ICAMS
ID.  The password is the original ICAMS password.  If the password has been
changed for ICAMS, and the employee no longer knows what the original
password was, call the National Help Desk at 800-255-2434 to have the
password reset.

Note: HWWIP payments processing procedure will be provided in a forthcoming 1-DCP
amendment.
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2 Program Requirements

A System 36 Required Activity

Before entering data into the CCC-490 web-based application, the user must sign in on the
System 36 and follow the procedure in this table.  If a multi-county office, complete this
procedure for each county with hard white wheat.

Step Action

1 On Menu FAX250, ENTER “3” or “4”, to select the appropriate county

2 On Menu FAX07001, ENTER “11”, "PFC/DCP/Compliance".

3
On Menu M00000, ENTER “3”, "Acreage and Compliance
Determinations".

4 On Menu MEA000, ENTER “8”, "2003 Crop Year".

5
On Menu MEAL00, ENTER “13”, "Summarize FSA-578 Hard White
Wheat".

Note: Option 13 on Menu MEAL00 builds the A.ME.W3M, Hard White Wheat Summary
File.  The hard white wheat acreage and share data in this file is used to pre-fill
applicable fields in the web-based CCC-490.  A HWWIP applicant must have share
and acreage data on CCC-578.

Important: This process should be run whenever additions or modifications are made to a
FSA-578 in the System 36 which includes hard white wheat acreage. 
Re-running this process updates the Hard White Wheat Summary File.

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2 Program Requirements (Continued)

C Action Before Entering Data in Web-Based CCC-490

County Offices shall ensure that all requirements in the HWWIP manual application process
have been met, including COC approval of CCC-490, before data is entered in the web-based
application.  The web-based CCC-490 is programmed according to the manual CCC-490.

D Accessing HWWIP Website

Enter the HWWIP website address through the link provided in Web Application Transmittal
No. 26.  The process for entering the CCC-490 information is now a web-based system. 

Note: Employees responsible for entering this information will need their WebCAAF ID’s
and passwords.  The WebCAAF ID is the employee’s original ICAMS ID.  The
password is the original ICAMS password.  If the password has been changed for
ICAMS, and the employee no longer knows what the original password was, call the
National Help Desk at 800-255-2434 to have the password reset.

On HWWIP State County Code Screen enter the user’s Payrolling State/County Code (must
be 5 digits), and PRESS “Submit”.
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2 Program Requirements (Continued)

E Entering Data

Follow instructions in this table to enter data on the CCC-490 web-based application.

Step Instructions
1 Enter producer ID number from manual CCC-490. (no spaces or dashes)
2 Enter the ID type from the Name and Address file for producer ID number entered in Step 1.

(Choose 1 of the followings from the drop-down menu:

•  Employer ID Number for Business
•  Government Agencies
•  IRS Identifying Number
•  Social Security Number
•  Temporary ID Number.

3 Enter the program year, 2003.
4 Select the applicant’s administrative county from the drop-down menu.

Note:  If a multi-county office, all applicable counties will be indicated in the drop-down box.
5 After all information has been correctly entered, PRESS “Enroll/Update”.

Note: If information is incorrect, or if an error message is received after Enroll/Update” is
entered, use the back browser arrow and then PRESS “Enter”.  “Reset” may be used
to clear all previous entries before using “Enroll/Update”.  Begin process again with
Step 1.

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3 CCC-490 Web-Based Application Process

A Producer’s Information

Follow these steps to complete the CCC-490 application.

CCC-490, Part A – Producer’s Information

After the producer ID, ID type, program year, and county have been entered, PRESS
“Enroll/Update.  The CCC-490 Application Screen will be displayed with County Office and
producer information form-filled in Part A.  The producer information is read from the Name and
Address file.  Farm, tract numbers, acreage, and applicant share data are form-filled for Parts B
and C from data stored in the FSA-578 data file on the System 36.

B Application Information

CCC-490, Part B – Application Information

The user provides no entry in Part B.  The printed CCC-490 will show the calculated "certified
seed incentive application amount", and the "production incentive application amount" when the
application is printed, after data is entered.

C Certified Seed Planted Acreage

CCC-490, Part C – Certified Seed Planted Acreage

The farm number and tract number are form-filled, according to FSA-578 data built according to
subparagraph 2 A for all farms and tracts in the county with hard white wheat that have been
certified on the FSA-578 by the applicant.

Note: The farm number and tract number entries cannot be modified by the user on the
web-based CCC-490.

The “acres planted to eligible certified seed” field is form-filled with the total planted acres of
hard white wheat certified by the producer on FSA-578 for the corresponding farm number and
tract number.  (This number may or may not be the applicant’s actual certified seed acreage.)

Important: The user shall compare the form-filled “acres planted to certified seed” acre
amount for each farm and tract number with the “acres planted to eligible
certified seed” on the manual CCC-490, and shall override the form-filled
acre amount on the web-based CCC-490 to equal the “acres planted to
eligible certified seed” amount on the manual CCC-490.
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3 CCC-490 Web-Based Application Process (Continued)

C Certified Seed Planted Acreage (Continued)

The “applicant’s percent share in those acres number” field is form-filled from the FSA-578
with the applicant’s share certified on FSA-578 of planted hard white wheat acres for the
corresponding farm number and tract number.

Important: The user shall compare the form-filled “applicant’s percent share in those acres
number” share for each farm and tract number with the “applicant’s percent
share in those acres number” on the manual CCC-490, and shall override the
form-filled acre amount on the web-based CCC-490 to equal the “acres planted
to eligible certified seed” amount indicated on the manual CCC-490.

Note: If the form-filled “applicant’s percent share in those acres number” is incorrect
on the web-based CCC-490, the FSA-578 hard white wheat share acreage is also
incorrect and must be corrected, according to 2-CP, paragraph 100.

The “gross application amount” will automatically be calculated by farm number and tract
number by the CCC-490 web-based application, and will appear by farm number and tract
number, as well as a separate entry for the “total certified seed incentive amount” for the
applicant when the web-based CCC-490 is printed.  The “total certified seed incentive
amount”, equals the sum of all entries reported in “gross application amount” for each farm
number and tract number.

D Production

CCC-490, Part D – Production

The “farm number” and “tract number” fields are form-filled, according to FSA-578 data on file in
the County Office, for all farms and tracts in the county on which the applicant has “acres planted
to eligible hard white wheat”.

Note: The “farm number and “tract number” entries cannot be modified by the user.
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3 CCC-490 Web-Based Application Process (Continued)

D Production (Continued)

The “acres planted to eligible hard white wheat” field is form-filled with the total acres of hard
white wheat certified by the producer on FSA-578 by farm and tract number.

Important: The user shall compare the form-filled “acreage planted to eligible hard
white wheat” amount by farm and tract number with the “acres planted
to eligible hard white wheat” on the manual CCC-490.  If the form-filled
acre number is different from the data on the manual CCC-490, override
the form-filled acre number, only if the number of acres certified on the
FSA-578 for the farm number and tract number are incorrect.

Note: If the form-filled “acres planted to eligible hard white wheat” number is
incorrect on the web-based CCC-490, the acres of hard white wheat certified for
the farm number and tract number on FSA-578 are also incorrect and must be
corrected, according to 2-CP, paragraph 100.

The user shall enter the “eligible production bushels” amount from manual CCC-490, Item 16,
for each farm number and tract number and enter the total number of eligible bushels in the
“eligible production bushels” field.

The number of bushels entered on the manual CCC-490 shall have been determined eligible by
COC, by having met the requirements provided in 1-DCP, subparagraph 551 B.

The “applicant’s percent share in those bushels” field is form-filled from the “applicant’s share
in those acres number” entered in Part C of the web-based CCC-490.

The “gross application amount” field will automatically be calculated by farm number and
tract number by the CCC-490 web-based application, and will appear by farm number and
tract number, as well as a separate entry for the “total production amount” for the applicant
when the web-based CCC-490 is printed.  The “total production amount” equals the sum of
all entries reported in “gross application amount” for each farm number and tract number.
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3 CCC-490 Web-Based Application Process (Continued)

E COC Approval for Certified Seed

A date entry is required for all web-based CCC-490 applications, in the “certified seed
application date (mm/dd/yyyy)" field, even if the “acres planted to eligible certified seed” is
“0.0”.

The user shall enter the earlier of the date entered on the manual CCC-490, if the applicant
has applied for the certified seed incentive, or the current date if the applicant has not applied
for the certified seed incentive.

The date on the manual CCC-490, Item 22B shall be entered into the web-based CCC-490 in
the “certified seed approval date (mm/dd/yyyy)" field, only if the “approval” box in Item 22C
is checked.

F COC Approval for Production

The user shall enter the date on the manual CCC-490, Item 21B, in the MM-DD-YYYY
format.

The date on the manual CCC-490, Item 23B shall be entered into the web-based CCC-490 in
the “production incentive approval/disapproval date (mm/dd/yyyy)" field, only if the
“approval” box in Item 23C is checked.

G Printing

The user may press "Print" to print the web-based CCC-490.

Note: Press “Print” to print the application, before pressing “Submit”, because the
screen will have to be re-accessed through the producer ID after “Submit” is
entered.

H Submitting Data

After printing CCC-490, PRESS “Submit” to enter the applicant’s CCC-490 data into the
system for payment processing.

I Using Delete and Reset

Press “Delete” to delete the information on the application screen or press “Reset” to modify
the data on the application screen.

J Payment Processing

After the web-based CCC-490 has been completed and submitted, the application is ready for
payment processing.
