1 Continuing Service Actions

Background Previous communication from the National Office instructed field offices not to

proceed with acceleration or foreclosure on the accounts of individuals who were
accepted by the court as plaintiffs in the Green v. Glickman “non-African-
American farmers” suit.  This lawsuit alleged discrimination based on the farmers’
exclusion from the remedy provided in Pigford v. Glickman.  The court rejected
the plaintiffs’ claims, and dismissed the complaint on April 2, 2001.
