1  Overview 
 

A Background 
 

An application fee of $45 is collected with each FSFL application.  This fee is to be 
deposited, upon receipt, using the program code “XXFSFLFEES”, where “XX” represents 
the last 2 digits of the FY in which the FSFL application is expected to be “Approved 
Pending Funding” by COC. 
 
The program code for paying fees for FSFL credit reports, lien searches, and recording fees 
is “XXFSFLRF”, where “XX” represents the last 2 digits of the FY in which the fee is paid. 
 
It has been discovered that the codes for depositing and paying FY 2007 FSFL fees are not 
on the accounting code table.  County Offices have been unable to deposit fees under code 
“07FSFLFEES” and pay fees using code “07FSFLRF” since October 1, 2006. 

 
  B Purpose 
   

This notice informs State and County Offices with FSFL’s of the procedure to use for 
depositing FSFL application fees and issuing payments for FSFL-related credit reports, lien 
searches, and recording fees until the FY 2007 codes are added to the accounting code table. 
 
Note: It is anticipated that the codes will be in software released in late October 2006.

2  Action 
 
  A County Office Action 
 
   County Offices shall: 
 

• deposit FSFL $45 application fees on a manual CCC-257, when received, following the 
instructions in 3-FI, paragraph 62 

 
• assign the manual CCC-257 the next available schedule number 
 

Note: The system will continue to present the manual CCC-257 number each day until 
the manual CCC-257 data has been entered into the system and the system 
registers the number as used.  The number must be overridden until that time. 

 
• follow 1-FSFL, subparagraph 291 D and 3-FI, subparagraphs 69 D through J when code 

“07FSFLFEES” is available, to record the remittance in the system 
 

• print the manual CCC-257 detail report when all remittances have been entered 
 
• file UCC-1’s and pay for credit reports and lien searches on FSFL’s as soon as code 

“07FSFLRF” is available 
 
• not disburse FSFL’s until all UCC-1’s have been filed, lien searches and credit reports 

have been completed, and all other applicant eligibility, equipment eligibility, and 
collateral security requirements are met according to 1-FSFL. 

 
If a situation arises in which it is imperative to immediately record a financing statement, or 
pay for a credit report or lien search, PSD can be contacted through the State Office for the 
procedure to follow.  Details about the urgency of the situation shall be relayed to PSD.
