1 Overview

A
Background The Agricultural, Rural Development, Food and Drug Administration, and Related

Agencies Appropriations Act of 2002, Section 741 authorized $75 million of CCC
funds to be paid to apple producers to provide relief for the loss of markets for
their 2000 crop.

County Release No. 484 provided software and Notice PS-429 provided
instructions for recording AMLAP-II applications in APSS.

County Release No. 489 provided updated APSS software for processing batch
payments to AMLAP-II applicants.

Reminder: AMLAP-II batch payments cannot be issued until the factored
payment rate has been downloaded to County Offices.  An
Information Bulletin announcing the download of the payment rate
will be issued.

Notice LP-1882 provides authority to process AMLAP-II batch payments.

Purpose This notice provides APSS instructions for:

� processing payments to AMLAP-II applicants in a batch process using a 
pre-determined AMLAP-II payment rate

� processing pre-payment summary reports

• printing stored AMLAP-II payment statements during the batch process

• flagging refused AMLAP-II payments for applications that were recorded in
APSS with multiple producers. 
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2 Basic AMLAP-II Information

A
Basic Facts Basic AMLAP-II program information is as follows:

� AMLAP-II payments are authorized to begin when County Offices receive the
"factored" payment rate and an LD notice authorizing AMLAP-II payments is
issued

� total funds available for AMLAP-II program payments after adjustment for
reserve is $74,887,500

� production will be entered in APSS in whole pounds and system-limited to
5,000,000 pounds per apple operation

� payments are subject to assignment and setoff.
                                    

B
Program Codes
and Refused
Payments

The AMLAP-II automated program code for:

� disbursements is “00AMLAP” 
� overpayments is “00AMLAP”
� collections is “00AMLAP”.

For AMLAP-II applications that were recorded in APSS with multiple producers,
individual producers can be flagged for “refused” AMLAP-II payments before the
batch payment process is initiated.  See paragraph 5.
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3 AMLAP-II Payment Rate

AMLAP-II
Payment Process

The AMLAP-II batch payment process will:

� first verify that AMLAP-II payments have been processed by County Offices
 
� use system-stored AMLAP-II application production data to calculate the

AMLAP-II “batch” payment amount

� issue the AMLAP-II “batch” payments using an announced factored payment
rate and limit payment to 5,000,000 lbs., as applicable.

� 1, 2, and 6 were activated in County Release No. 484
� 3, 7, and 9 were activated in County Release No. 489 
� 4, 5, and 8 will be activated in County Release No. 491
� 10 will be activated as soon as possible.

A future software release will enable processing AMLAP-II corrections and
canceled or failed payments using accounting Authorization Codes, when
applicable, for funds control purposes.
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5 Flagging Individuals for Refused Payment for the AMLAP-II Batch Payment Process

A
Flagging Refused
Payments

For AMLAP-II applications that were recorded in APSS with multiple producers,
refused payments must be flagged according to this paragraph before the
AMLAP-II batch payment process is initiated according to paragraph 6.

AMLAP-II applications can be flagged for refused payment for 1 or more multiple
producer(s).  To flag a refused payment, on AMLAP-II Menu PDB000:

� ENTER “9”, “Flag Refused AMLAP-II Payments”
� PRESS “Enter”.

The following sequence will occur:

� self-explanatory Screens PDB03500, PDB04000, and PDB03010 will be
displayed, in that order, and allow the user to identify the AMLAP-II
application number and the contract producer for which a refused payment is
to be flagged

� Screen PDB90000 will be displayed listing all multiple producers on the
selected application allowing the user to ENTER “Y” or “N” after name of
producers.

After entries are completed on Screen PDB90000, PRESS “Enter”:

� flagged payments will be refused when payments are processed in the batch
� AMLAP-II Processing Menu PDB000 will be redisplayed.
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6 Processing AMLAP-II Batch Payments

Processing

To initiate the AMLAP-II batch payment process, on AMLAP-II Menu PDB000:

� ENTER “3”, “Issuing AMLAP-II Batch Payments”
� PRESS “Enter”.

Note: After users PRESS “Enter”, system processing could take several minutes
before advancing.

Screen PDB32000 will be displayed and allow for processing these AMLAP-II
functions:

� printing pre-payment summary reports in which County Offices are advised to
run

� issuing payments in batches.

� Pre-Payment Summary Report shall:

� allow users to review calculations before batch payments are issued
� list all payments on 1 document

� batch payments and Payment Statements shall be processed automatically:

� as CCC-184's and EFT’s, as applicable
� except when producers are flagged for refused payments.

� number of copies of each Payment Statement to print.
