1 Overview
A Background

Notice TB-1169 provided instructions for entering farm’s missing from the electronic TTPP
(eTTPP) database.

The National Office has received a number of reports of farms missing from the eTTPP
database. Reasons reported include, but are not limited to, the following:

tract combinations

acreage report taken manually and not loaded correctly
STC-restored farms

partial reconstitutions

dropped farms

2000 or 2001 carry-over tobacco

failure to share in the risk of production.

Note: These situations prohibit County Offices from entering and approving eligible
contracts.
