Greetings Platte County farmers and ranchers! 

We are currently accepting Conservation Reserve Program (CRP) general 
signup offers through February 28, 2020. Call the office to discuss program 
options. 

2019 Livestock Indemnity Program applicants have until March 2, 2020 to 
sign their application for payment and provide their livestock records. For 
2020 losses, please remember to call or come in the office within 30 days of 
losses due to adverse weather conditions. The office has information we can 
provide to you as to what type of records you need to be keeping prior to & 
during those weather losses. 

Marketing Assistance Loans (MALs) are still available on 2019 
crops. These loans allow producers to use eligible commodities as loan 
collateral and obtain a 9-month loan while the crop is in storage. These loans 
provide cash flow to the producer and allow them to market the crop when 
prices may be more advantageous. Deadline to request a loan on wheat and 
barley is March 31st; the deadline to request a corn loan is May 31st. 

NAP applications for spring crops need to be completed and the service fee 
paid by April 1st.

FSA Encourages Producers to Enroll Soon in Agriculture 
Risk Coverage and Price Loss Coverage Programs 
USDA’s Farm Service Agency (FSA) encourages agricultural producers to enroll now in the Agriculture Risk 
Loss (ARC) and Price Loss Coverage (PLC) programs. March 16, 2020 is the enrollment deadline for the 
2019 crop year. 

Although more than 200,000 producers have enrolled to date, FSA anticipates 1.5 million producers will 
enroll for ARC and PLC. By enrolling soon, producers can beat the rush as the deadline nears. 

FSA offices have multiple programs competing for the time and attention of our staff.  Because of the 
importance and complexities of the ARC and PLC programs; and to ensure FSA meets your program 
delivery expectations, please do not wait to start the enrollment process. Call your FSA county office and 
make an appointment soon to ensure your elections are made and contracts signed well ahead of the 
deadlines. 

ARC and PLC provide financial protections to farmers from substantial drops in crop prices or revenues and 
are vital economic safety nets for most American farms. 

The programs cover the following commodities: barley, canola, large and small chickpeas, corn, crambe, 
flaxseed, grain sorghum, lentils, mustard seed, oats, peanuts, dry peas, rapeseed, long grain rice, medium 
and short grain rice, safflower seed, seed cotton, sesame, soybeans, sunflower seed and wheat.  

Until March 16, producers who have not yet enrolled in ARC or PLC for 2019 can enroll for both 2019 and 
2020 during the same visit to an FSA county office unless yield updates are requested. Additionally, farm 
owners have a one-time opportunity to update PLC payment yields that take effect beginning with crop year 
2020. If the owner accompanies the producer to the office, the yield update and enrollments may be 
completed during the same office visit.

Loans for Targeted Underserved Producers 
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FSA has a number of loan programs available to assist applicants to begin or continue in agriculture 
production. Loans are available for operating type loans and/or to purchase or improve farms or ranches. 

While all qualified producers are eligible to apply for these loan programs, FSA has provided priority funding 
for members of targeted underserved applicants. 

A targeted underserved applicant is one of a group whose members have been subjected to racial, ethnic or 
gender prejudice because of his or her identity as members of the group without regard to his or her 
individual qualities. 

For purposes of this program, targeted underserved groups are women, African Americans, American 
Indians, Alaskan Natives, Hispanics, Asian Americans and Pacific Islanders. 

FSA loans are only available to applicants who meet all the eligibility requirements and are unable to obtain 
the needed credit elsewhere.
